	Results: Students struggled with the concept of genre more than rhetorical appeal. The criterion for the rhetorical appeals was absolutely met as students learned to distinguish the rhetorical tools being employed to create context/support for arguments and audience-based rhetoric.

	1. Results Analysis: The results were interesting in the fact that students were able to easily grasp the concept of rhetorical appeal but struggled with genre as a vehicle of rhetorical appeals.
2. Action Plan: I intend to strengthen contact with genre earlier in the conversation and that should strengthen the depth of understanding associated with rhetorical appeals in academia.
