Most of the students in the class scored more than 95% in this assignment. Student like this assignment which helps them in reinforcing whatever is taught in the class.

12 students scored between 0 – 83. Most of these students either forgot to drop the class or thought that they would catch up with the assignments at the latter date. They did not realize that doing this assignment in a day or two is impossible. The way it is set up takes a way lot more time and involvement of the student to complete it.

This assignment has a score of 150 points and there are very high chances of getting a full score with a couple of attempts. This assignment can make a difference to the final letter grade in the class.

	66% of the student scored “A” & “B” letter grades.
 This is a good score card for this class given that there were students who had taken a challenging class like this after taking BIO 100 instead of BIO 190. It is my opinion that student who have taken BIO 190 do well in this class, compared to the students who have taken BIO 100. I observe that students with BIO 190 have a better level of understanding of basic concepts on which BIO 223 class is based on and also BIO 190 students have a better ability to grasp complicated materials covered in this class. BIO190 labs also give them an opportunity to do labs which lays a very good foundation for BIO 223 class.
I taught this class online for the first time and had to build this class on a very short notice. I made sure that I recorded the class and lab assignments at the class meeting time given on the syllabus (attendance not mandatory since it was an online class). Students could join the recording if they wanted to. Zoom meeting id and password was shared with them in the syllabus. Few students took advantage of it. Recording was made available to the students immediately. 
There were few students who were not happy with this class being offered online or were not ready to put in efforts required for this online class. Some of them dropped the class or continued to remain in the class and they are the ones who have received a lower letter grade.  I found that the students were better prepared in BIO 224 class compared to BIO 223 class. I have made few changes in BIO 224 based on my experiences in teaching this class.

Overall, this class can benefit students who cannot take live class due to personal or professional reasons provided they have taken BIO 190 and are ready to put in the time and efforts required for an intense class like this.
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
