Action Plan:  The syllabus for this course needs to be updated.  Since this is the first time I taught this course, my initial scheduling did not always line up with the time and needs of students in the class.  The current schedule and assignments in WebCampus needs to be transferred to the updated syllabus.  Continue to keep the variety of informal assessments and the ability of the GBC students to work with an ECE student.  Create a clearer statement about the needs associated with working with the student as a couple did not plan enough time according to the module learning needs.  Also, create short video lectures to explain assignments and module content to go along with the agendas.  Keep optional ZOOM meetings to practice phonograms for the final quizzes.  Think about creating a midterm mock parent conference to discuss the ECE student literacy learning and then have the final mock parent conference focus on writing learning so the GBC students don’t feel they are cramming so much information into their final presentation.  Also create optional ZOOM meetings to help with the first set of lesson plans to explain dialogue requirements.  Ask for student exemplar lesson plans from this semester to share next spring.  
Look at 1-2 opportunities for students to work on writing a lesson plan together and give peer feedback.
