CONSTITUTION OF THE AGRICULTURE STUDENT ORGANIZATION

OF

GREAT BASIN COLLEGE

Adopted September 21, 2003

ARTICLE I. NAME

The name of this organization shall be the Agriculture Student Organization.

ARTICLE II. PURPOSE

The purpose of this organization is to provide opportunities for members to develop the skills and abilities needed to enter and advance in careers in agriculture.

The objectives of ASO are to enable members to:

1. Enhance educational experience by providing hand on activities.

2. Participate in fundraising for ASO scholarships and activities.

3. Develop leadership and management abilities.

4. Develop and enhance character and ethics.

5. Establish relationships with educational, professional, and service organizations. 

6. Receive recognition for achievement in the organization.

7. Governing body will establish requirements for membership including, but not limited to, dues and uniforms.

ASO will sponsor for its’ members and/or their guests per semester, at least on educational, recreational, or social activity and sponsor one booth at SGA information fair.

ARTICLE III. MEMBERSHIP

Membership is available to all GBC students.

ARTICLE IV. GOVERNING BODY / OFFICERS

The governing body of the ASO shall consist of Student Officers and a Faculty Advisor.

A. Student Officers

1. The student officer shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

2. The term of office shall be one academic year.  In the event of appointment, the appointed shall fulfill the remainder of the previous member’s term.

3. Officers must be of active membership status during their complete term of office.

4. Any student eligible to hold office must maintain a semester GPA of 2.0 or higher.

5. To be eligible to hold the office of President, Vice-President, Secretary, or Treasurer, one must have a declared Agriculture Degree.

6. A vacancy in any elected office shall be filled by re-election.

7. Any officer holding any additional elected and/’or appointed office in any other GBC student body organization shall, in the event of a conflict of interest, be unable to vote unless a majority vote of the ASO with quorum present determines otherwise.

8. No member shall hold more than one office in ASO at a time.

9. All ASO meetings are mandatory for all officers.  Notification of intended absence must be made to a Governing Body Member or Faculty Advisor no less then two hours prior to the scheduled meeting time.  Failure to notify shall result in an unexcused absence.  Three unexcused absences shall result in removal from office by a majority vote.

ARTICLE V.  DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS
A. The President will:

1. Serve as the executive officer with administrative responsibility for implementing all formal actions on behalf of the ASO.

2. Represent the ASO in the college community and to the community at large.

3. Appoint representation on ASO committees.

4. Draft agendas for meetings.

5. Attend meetings as chair as well as other ASO supported activities.

6. Be empowered to call an emergency meeting of the ASO appointed committees.

B. The Vice-President will:

1. Assume the role and responsibilities of the President in the event of an absence of that officer.

2. Distribute agendas for meetings.

3. Appoint, communicate, and head committees.

C. The Secretary will:

1. Record, prepare, and post minutes of all ASO meetings.

2. Coordinate the administrative duties.

D. The Treasurer will:

1. Advise the ASO when a transaction does not coincide with the budget.

2. Be responsible for all financial matters.

3. Provide a written and oral line-item report on a monthly basis regarding the financial status. 

4. Maintain accurate and accessible records.

5. Be responsible for annual reports of expenditures. 

ARTICLE VI.  MEETINGS
1. ASO members will hold a minimum of one meeting per month. A copy of the monthly meeting minutes and organization’s activities will be submitted to the SGA Secretary by the first week of each month.

2. An ASO Officer will provide a line of communication by attending one SGA meeting per month.  

3. Parliamentary authority shall be the most recent edition of Robert’s Rules of Order (revised) and the Nevada Open Meeting Law.

ARTICLE VII.  COMMITTEES
The Governing Body shall appoint standing committees.  Standing committees shall include, but not be limited to:

1. Membership

2. Recruiting

3. Public Relations

4. Marketing

5. Information

6. Fundraising

ARTICLE VIII.  PROCEDURES
          A. The quorum must be present in order for an ASO to conduct

     official business.  A quorum will be a majority of student

     members and two Executive Officers.

B. Any action of the ASO Concerning Expenditure of funds requires

                a majority vote with quorum present.

C. Special meetings may be called at any time by the President or by

                petition of 10 percent of student membership.

D. The privilege of the floor at meetings shall be granted to any

                faculty member, administrative officer of the college, student

                organization representative,

                member of the student body, or visitors upon request.

ARTICLE IX.  FINANCE
A. The student members of ASO hereby grant their representative body the power to enact policies and/or procedures necessary to finance social, educational, and recreational programs.

B. The executive board shall develop the ASO budget.

C. The ASO budget shall be approved by majority vote with quorum present.

D. Any over expenditures in the approved budget must be approved by a majority vote of the ASO with quorum present.

E. The ASO Governing Body shall allocate funds into the folloing major divisions:

1. Student Activities

2. Scholarships

3. Projects

F. When requesting money from SGA for an all-college activity, ASO will present all information at least two weeks prior to the activity.

ARTICLE X.  AMENDMENTS
Any ASO student member may submit proposed amendment to the Constitution of the Agriculture Student Organization, with a petition signed by at least 10 percent of the student members, given it is approved by majority vote of ASO members.

ARTICLE XI.  ENABLING CLAUSE
This Constitution shall be in effect when it has been approved by a majority vote of the students voting.
