Old Business:

The Foundation staff was excited to receive them for their
auction.

Julie Smith responded to Shirley regarding the food pantry SGA had set up in the old
Community Center and later relocated to Housing. Julie said the pantry had been moved to Ely.
She said there was a history of students in Elko taking the free items but not replenishing them.

New Business:

A discussion was held for new fund-raising ideas and ways to generate revenue. Mary
Gilbertson mentioned having an IAV bingo night open to students as well as employees. Shirley
will check with John Rice to see if we would be permitted to hold such an event. Janis
mentioned helping students with book scholarships. Shirley received some feedback from Elko
faculty in regards to helping students.
