New Business: 

Fundraising: The committee decided that they would once again do the Chili Cook Off for a fund raiser. Old Business: 
BBQ: The committee discussed that this year instead of the traditional hot dogs and hamburgers for the BBQ they would have a Mexican pot luck.  The committee discussed what type of meat would be served at the BBQ. After some discussion it was decided that the BBQ would have Carne Asada and chicken legs.
