2. INT 100 Advisor Discussion

Add a requirement for mandatory advising from teaching faculty for degree seeking students that have declared a program/major. Currently they can get advising from anybody (ie. Berg Hall advisers, campus centers, etc.).
Justification: 1) Students have indicated that they need more/better advising. 2) Program reviews have indicated that students need more/better advising. 3) We would like to increase student retention and degree completion - faculty advising should improve this.

Requirement for the INT 100 students: 
a. Students will have two weeks after INT 100 to complete their advising (confirmed with Cindy Hyslop as sufficient time).
b. Students must get the advising from the person who is their official adviser. Jan King says that the adviser/advisee list has errors, but that it should be able to tolerate this and this will allow incoming students (INT 100) to get contact with teaching faculty. Students that have no declared major/program may still get advising from the Berg Hall advisers, etc.
c. If they do not like their official adviser, their official adviser is a never around, or they change programs/majors, they must change their adviser in PeopleSoft (requires a trip to Berg Hall or other administration nexus) and then they can get advisement as in step b above.
