Dear Chancellor Rogers,

As chair of the Fallon Advisory Board of Western Nevada College (WNC), I want to express my strong
support for WNC and its programs at the Fallon Campus and the rural centers serviced by WNC Fallon.

[ have been involved with WNC in one way or another since its beginning in Carson City in 1971 through
its growth into a three-campus accredited and well-respected institution. WNC provides educational
services to rural Nevada that are not available from any other source.

During the decades since its establishment, WNC has been a side-by-side partner with every educational
initiative in rural Nevada. As president of the Fallon Area Chamber of Commerce I observed the key role
WNC displayed in providing training to employees of chamber members who needed to upgrade skills to
stay competitive. As chair of the board of the Churchill Economic Development Authority, I appreciated
the college’s ability and willingness to develop specialized training programs for companies recruited by
economic development agencies in Yerington and Fallon. The efforts of the college to provide
specialized training were key to the decision of company executives to choose rural Nevada as the site for
their business expansions. As chair of the board of Job Opportunities in Nevada I was amazed at the
ability of the college to re-train workers who had lost jobs through layoffs. The college’s ability to
quickly upgrade skills of unemployed workers who no longer had skills necessary to compete in the
workplace kept many people off welfare rolls. As a part-time instructor I have had the pleasure of
spending time with first time, full-time students for which a local, reasonably-priced college is their only
option to begin their educational and vocational journey. Finally, as managing partner of Lattin Farms,
LLC and president of the Nevada Grown Farmer’s Association I have been encouraged and supported as
a farmer by the willingness of WNC Fallon to start a new program serving specialty crop farmers.
