DO YOU KNOW THAT GBC LIBRARY IS A FEDERAL DEPOSITORY?  Great Basin College Library was designated a Federal Depository for government documents in 1992.  What 
is a Federal Depository?  Congress created the Federal Depository Library Program over 140 years ago to insure that 
the public had access to government information.  In a joint resolution from Congress, the House and Senate directed 
that House and Senate Journals and other information be printed and distributed for the general public’s use.  To-
day, there are more than 1300 depository libraries designated by Congress or a member of Congress to house the in-
formation for the public’s use.  Depository libraries collect, organize, preserve, and provide assistance to support the 
public’s right to have access to this information.
