II. Call to order:  Action

Chair Nickel called to order the regular meeting of the Faculty Senate at 1:20 p.m. on October 19, 2007. Eight written proxies were recorded. 

III. Approval of minutes from September 21, 2007, meeting:  Action

Chair Nickel advised that a correction to the motion made under g) Curriculum & Articulation.  The verbiage, “two programs” needs to be added to the motion.   The Faculty Senate Minutes from September 21, 2007, were approved unanimously after the correction was made. 
IV. senate chair report:  Information

Chair Nickel reported on Board of Regents meeting that was held in Las Vegas on October 11th and 12th.
a) Permission to carry guns

Even after opposition from the Presidents, student and faculty representatives, the committee voted 3 to 2 to allow faculty members to carry guns on campus.  The topic was then pulled from the Agenda, under Committee Reports and presented as a separate item.  After much debate, the Board voted 8 to 5, against allowing faculty members to carry guns on campus.
b) Salary Survey

Every four years, Regents requests NSHE staff to perform a salary survey.  They were to compare community colleges with other comparable institutions.  Due to the lack of input from other community colleges, and the attempt to keep median salaries in line with what Regents had already adopted, it was decided between the Senate Chairs to work with the current salary schedule.  It was decided to remove the bottom three lines from the current schedule.  The change should not affect the current salaries, but anyone starting would have the appearance of coming in with four years of experience.
c) GBC Student Government Association:

Chair Nickel introduced Richie La Spade, Student Body President.  Richie appeared before the Senate.  He introduced Student Government Senators Torres, Benitez and Trujillo.  He stated the Senators wanted to take a first hand look at what took place at Faculty Senate Meetings.  He announced that next week was the fifth annual Red Ribbon Week.  Events would be kicked off on Saturday, October 20th with the Pumpkin Patch.  Activities would run through all of next week.  He sought the faculty’s support.

Senator Ella Trujillo spoke about the creation of Student Union Night.  It was created to give students a place to go and to build a sense of community at GBC.  Another goal was to encourage and provide an opportunity for faculty to mix with students in a more relaxed atmosphere.  Student Union Night will be every Tuesday from 5:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m., starting October 23rd.

The following prerequisite change was approved by the committee:

The following program was approved to be deleted:

· AA in Teaching (Pattern of Study)

A motion was made and seconded to approve the report.

It was questioned why the AA in Teaching program had been deleted.  Sarah Negrete stated that the committee felt the program caused a great deal of confusion.  It was originally put together at the State’s request, in conjunction with the No Child Left Behind.  She confirmed that if students are currently in AA in Teaching, they will be allowed to continue.  
The motion carried unanimously.
h) Department Chairs – Written Report/Action

The committee requested that the Senate approve the following language to be added to its description of duties:


“The committee makes recommendations for hiring priorities to administration.”
A motion was made and seconded to approve the language as stated.  The motion carried unanimously.

With the recent vacancy in Academic Success Center, it was suggested that it be reconfigured as a full college function within Academic Affairs along with a multi-disciplinary advisory committee that recommends content and hiring of tutors. The committee would be responsible for writing the job description for the director position.  
It was questioned if the committee would be responsible for hiring tutors.  Pete Bagley clarified that the committee would be making recommendations on content and areas that tutors were needed, but it was the administration’s responsibility to hire.

j) Faculty & Administrative Evaluations – Written Report

The committee launched the first step of the new evaluation system.  The deadline for completing step one, forms 1A & 1B will be October 29th.  The committee has been working with Susanna Dorr in building a website to show the restructuring process.  It should be ready for review at the November meeting.  

The committee compared two commercial student rating forms.  They chose to use IDEA over SIR II; it should be available this fall.  IDEA was chosen for several aspects, flexibility of administration, resulting data being user-friendly and cost.  Both faculty and students will be filling out rating forms at the same time.  The rating system will give instructors a chance to tailor their classes to specific needs.  Training will be provided, and a trial run has been planned to take place.
k) I.C.E. – Verbal Report

The Nevada Ballet Theater was a complete success and the I.C.E. committee thanked everyone for their support.  The committee is working on developing a strategic plan.  The Nevada Art Council has agreed to assist them with their mission statement and goals.  It has been discussed to invite Aroon Gandhi, grandson to Mahatma Gandhi, as guest speaker.  He would be speaking on “Nonviolent Communication Among Students.”  April 10th has been slated as a tentative date for his presentation, which would be in conjunction with the Nevada State Community College Conference.

m) Library – Verbal Report

The committee has begun working on their strategic plan and mission statement.  It was decided to allow the library’s video & DVD collection, as well as children’s books, to be circulated to students.

David Ellefsen, Library Director, provided a visual presentation of the library’s new reference materials made available through e-books.  All materials will be available twenty-four hours a day through the Library’s Home Page.  There are numerous related items, links, etc., incorporated within the site.  The site also offers a collection of reference books from Thomson-Gale Corp and Oxford e-Books.  They are complete encyclopedic volumes of information on whatever topic and related topics one is searching for.  He added that some of the databases would require a library card.
n) Personnel –  Written Report/Action

The committee requested the Senate to vote on several necessary additions and clarifications to the policy for applying for Emeritus Status.  A motion was made and seconded to adopt the policy changes.  

It was noted, under Number Three of the Application for Emeritus Status, the word “consider” should be changed to “consideration.”  Cindy Hyslop agreed to make the necessary change. 

The motion carried unanimously.

A reminder was given to all those applying for tenure and sabbatical; paperwork will be due no later than October 30th.  Once again, if the deadline is missed, you would have to wait until next year to apply.
