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Teacher Education sTUDENT aPPEALS PROCESS
Last year, the TEC recommended that a policy be created limiting the number of times students apply to the program.  A draft policy was brought to the TEC for discussion and possible action.  
The committee voted to approve the following appeals process for students who were applying to the program for the third time:

Appeals Process for Re-Application

In order to be considered for entrance into the Teacher Education Program a 

third time, a student must do the following:  

1) Develop a remediation plan with an adviser, and 

2) Complete that plan satisfactorily, and

3) Submit with the re-application paperwork, a written, detailed explanation of the 

outcome of the remediation plan, and 

4) Present the appeal in person at the Teacher Education Committee (TEC) at the 

second regularly scheduled meeting of each semester. 

Upon a successful appeal, the student may complete the regular application 

process that includes an on-demand writing sample and interview.  The 

successful appeal does not guarantee entry to the program; it allows the

opportunity for a third and final attempt.

This policy will be part of the Teacher Education Program handbook.
