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Great Basin College Nursing was awarded a Trade Adjustment Act Community College Career Training grant fall 2015 for 2 million dollars. The campus service area includes the majority of rural communities in Nevada, an area of 86,500 square miles. The grant targets two of our branch campuses (Winnemucca and Pahrump) allowing us to set up 2 small cohorts of nursing students (4-5 in each location for a total of 9-10 students) over a 2 year period.  The Elko Campus currently accepts 20 students each year. Each location will be equipped with a skills lab that is equivalent to what we have here in Elko.  One full-time nursing faculty will staff each location. The faculty will follow the small group of students through the 2-year program. Students at all locations will receive the same courses currently offered in our nursing program. Theory portions of each nursing course will be offered through live Interactive Video (IAV).
