The meeting was brought to order by Chair Teresa Stauffer at 9:30 AM.
1. Motion to approve minutes from 4/15/16 by Stephen Theriault, 2nd by Lisa Frazier. Voted an approved unanimously.
2. Student Teacher Intern Applicants:
a. Teresa Howell motioned to approve Lauren Campbell (contingent upon her receipt of the  Nevada State Substitute License),Tami  Duval, Zoe Fender, Rebecca Hawley (permission granted to take ECON 311 during student teaching), James Hedrick, Alberia Martinez, Robin Paul-Woolever, Tonya Spencer, Heather Thompson, Jacob Bogdon (permission granted to take EDSC 463 during student teaching), Jeremiah Eaton, Kristin Gaul (contingent upon her receipt of the Nevada State Substitute License), Jessica Johnston, Annie Neal, and Kari Sandru student teaching spring 2017.  Seconded by Lisa Frazier.  Voted and approved unanimously.
b. Lisa Frazier motioned to approve Brandon Stone have to show proof of passing two classes prior to student teaching, with an email vote by the committee prior to spring semester. Lynette Macfarlan seconded motion. After much discussion, Lisa Frazier rescinded her motion and motioned to deny Brandon Stone approval to student teach, having not met requirements. Stephen Theriault seconded motion. Voted and approved with Brian Zeiszler opposed and Diann Musial abstaining from the vote.
3. State regulations continue to change for licensure requirements.  In June, the ELAD initiative was  mandated (on a graduated time schedule); however, they have not approved course numbering. GBC is ready whenever the course numbering system is finalized. Dean Reagan believes that we only need to  make a few alterations to EDRL 477 and that we will be the initiator of the final process. UNLV and UNR will be following different pathways with GBC being most like UNR (UNLV is initiating a course that we do not have the ability to offer as we do not have the same department).  State regulators did approve EDUC 323 (the family engagement requirement) in the spring and GBC is currently offering that course to fulfill student requirements.
4. Dean Reagan presented the new ARL program to replace our Post-Bac program, should it be approved. Please see attached presentation. After much discussion, it was determined that the department faculty need to make some changes, which will be finalized by email vote as soon as it is mapped out.
Meeting adjourned at 10:44 AM with the next meeting to approve Teacher Education Applications to proceed through process on October 10 at 9:30 AM.
