Notes: 
This course is unusual at GBC, so I am going to explain it briefly. We meet for one hour fifteen minutes each week. The course consists entirely of a round-robin of presentations of recent research articles in biology. Students are required to read 4 articles per week, and they take turns presenting them. They also are required to ask questions of each presenter. Due to class size each student was able to do 6 presentations and was graded on participating in discussions. This is the first time this course has been evaluated. I have decided to revise the course so that it only contains one outcome, besides the general education outcomes – just the presentation outcome. The other outcomes were NOT assessed this year. This year, in agreement with the students, the introduction to the research paper assignment was removed and replaced by more presentations, so this was not an issue. This allowed more chances to read articles and present them, which is the core or this class. Students are attaining this outcome well, so no other changes will be made the next time the course is taught. It took me teaching it two times before I figured out how this course should be.
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
