Notes:
RAD 227 continues to be a strong clinical course. The modality project implemented last year was again beneficial for each student. However, several students suggested adding a presentation portion so experiences could be shared. This year a Top Out Skills assignment was also added and proved helpful to assess student job readiness and formally identify and discuss weaknesses with individual students. One major shortfall that occurred with this course for Spring 2022 is the increased number of students failing to earn all of their required competencies. After speaking with several clinical instructors, it was determined that it was not due to a lack of student effort but due to a lack of exam availability. This will be addressed for the class of 2023 by increasing the required clinical hours from 1260hrs to 1500 hrs.
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
