Presentations:  

Sonja Sibert explained to the members that effective Fall 2011 the surcharge for next two years is split between general fund and a portion is set aside for financial aid for students needing financial assistance.  The portion going to the general fund is 85 percent and 15 percent is set aside for financial aid.  Grant in aid student will be responsible (professional and classified alike) for financial aid portion of surcharge.  Example:  1 credit = $1.35; 3 credits $4.05.  Upper division would be 1 credit = $2.21and 3 credit = $6.63.  

If enrolled in class now you will have surcharge for those accounts.  This will be done in PeopleSoft and charged to your account.  The other 85% of the surcharge is covered by grant-in-aid.  There were no questions.
