President’s Council:  
Carmen Matlock and Jolina Adams reported that the Regents will hold a townhall meeting on February 23 from 4:00-6:00 p.m.  
Students talked about Welcome Back Week.  
There was a discussion about the C.L.A.S.S. awards.  The number of nominations has been going down and there was some discussion about discontinuing the awards or changing it somehow.  The Classified Council agreed that it was important to be recognized and that this was a great award for that purpose.  It was suggested that we talk to other colleges to see what they do for special recognition.  Another suggestion was offered that all nominations have lunch with the President, not just the winner.  Perhaps this could even be done on a quarterly basis rather than monthly.  
The Institutional Planning & Effectiveness Discussion (IPEDS) Report was reviewed.  There was some concern with the new formula funding as it would be based on graduates not just enrollment.  Students at community colleges are usually non-traditional students and only take one or two classes.  
Presidential Search Committee Update:  
The Search committee met on January 27th and discussed the president prospectus, the job description that will be published, what we are looking for in a president and a description of the college.  They also discussed where and how to advertise the position.  It was agreed that advertisements would run in the higher education chronicles, area newspapers (Utah), and a link on the website.  The committee will probably not meet again until April and will then narrow down applications received to 5-7 finalists.  The consultant did go to Winnemucca and Ely to visit with community members.

Old Business:  

Bake Sale:  A report from Tami Potter indicated that the committee had collected $270.00 so far for the Elko bake sale.  More money had been received, but had not been counted.  She will have a final amount as soon as possible.  Jolina Adams reported that the Winnemucca site had collected $252.70.
