· Sonja Sibert presented GBC Budget Summary and Overview, October 2020.  
· The following questions were asked by Classified Council members and addressed by Sonja:

· Cynthia Giles asked if there was a noticeable utilities/operating savings to GBC due to some staff and faculty working remotely.  Sonja replied that there has been some savings, but not a significant amount as none of GBC’s campus buildings were completely closed (mothballed) with complete shutdown of utilities and maintenance.
· Sarah Wilkey asked Sonja to speak about NSHE systemwide classified staff furloughs.  Sonja provided details on how and when furloughs will be implemented. Classified staff will have 48 hours of furlough during the second half of FY21, beginning in December 2020.  Staff will have a choice of when the hours will be applied. These hours may be applied in 4-or 8-hour increments, not to exceed more than 12 hours in one pay period.   Furloughs may be applied during the last two weeks of December, to appear on the first paycheck of January 2021 and be applied through the first two weeks in June 2021. The flexibility in application of furlough hours will allow staff to choose when to receive reduction in pay. 
· Tasha Storla asked if GBC/NSHE meetings will continue to be held virtually as Covid-19 restrictions evolve.  Sonja replied that virtual meetings would have advantages such as reduction in travel time and expenses if continued.
