Academic Standards Committee Minutes

1. Request for Integrative Seminar Substitutions for Nail Abitov

Mr. Nail Abitov’s request of substituting the INT math seminar was approved by the Chair of the Math Department.  The Social Sciences Department did not believe that the student showed adequate integration for substituting the INT Social Sciences seminar.  Cyd McMullen stated that if the student substantiated his request the substitution may be approved.  

ASC believes the INT waiver policy should be revisited.  Janice King noted that Frank Daniels did not find it in any records or documentation of the policy passing Senate in the 2003-2204 academic year.  The INT waiver policy will be placed on the December ASC Agenda.
2. Request for Spanish Substitution for Kendal Shaw 
Kendal Shaw requested ANTH 198B be substituted for SPAN 112.  ‘B’ categories can not be applied to a degree or certificate and based on the syllabus, the course does not fulfill General Education requirements. Kendal Shaw’s request was denied.
3. Academic Standards Committee’s Job Description.
 ‘This committee recommends policies regarding admissions, transfers, and general academic regulations, including policies pertaining to student academic performance and graduation. The committee reviews departmental recommendations regarding requests for nontraditional credit. The Vice President for Academic Affairs shall be an ex-officio member of this committee.’
ASC wants to further clarify the role and goals of the committee.  Committee members will review the current job description and make edits and suggestions prior to the December meeting.  
4. Plagiarism Discussion
ASC briefly reviewed the draft Plagiarism Grid and Form that were developed in Spring 2007.  Kevin Laxalt and Carrie Bruno will meet prior to the next ASC meeting to develop the grid into a rubric.  ASC would like Lynn Mahlberg to attend the next meeting to discuss the rubric and plagiarism violations and consequences.
