David Ellefsen, Chair, presented a draft of the Library Display Policy. Ellefsen indicated that the Library Staff prepared the draft policy. Discussion followed.

Ellefsen called for a motion to accept the Library Display Policy. Bret Murphy moved that the committee approve a motion to accept the policy. All were in favor of the motion.

Chair Ellefsen introduced Cliff Ferry. Ellefsen asked Cliff to attend the meeting to help the committee refine the Library Strategic Plan. Discussion followed.

 Cliff felt that too much of the document at hand was stating things the library was currently doing. He suggested dropping or changing some wording. Moreover, he suggested emphasizing future plans. Committee members made numerous suggestions to improve the document. It was decided that Chair Ellefsen will revise the document by incorporating the suggested changes. The revised document will be sent to all committee members for review.

Guidelines:


Who May Exhibit?

· Any employee of the Library and/or College may conceive of and request permission to put on a display.  Outside groups may only put on a display if they are in collaboration with Library and/or College employees and if all other requirements are met.

· Exhibits will be up for four weeks during the semester.  The exhibiter is responsible for installing the exhibit.

· Display areas include:

1. Wall space on the first and second floors.

2. Traditional display cases (seven available)

3. Innovative exhibit ideas (as approved by the Library Display Committee)

4. Hallway bulletin boards.
