A letter from the committee was sent to the appropriate parties informing them of the decision. The Chair has not received a letter from the parties as of this letter.
b) The committee was asked to allow a previous student of the College to allow  an IT299 physics class be substituted for PHYS100 to fulfill degree path. The previous student is currently an Instructor at GBC and regularly teaches physics principles to his students. The committee agreed to entertain the substitution if the instructor were to write a letter to the committee explaining how the IT299 class addressed these five(5) critical issues laying a general education course foundation: communication skills, critical thinking skills, a sense of the past, personal and cultural awareness, and technological understanding. A letter was sent to the proper parties in this matter.
c) The committee was asked to carry out the third step of the appeals process in an Instructor/Student grade dispute. After receiving a written statement and hearing a verbal statement from the student a verbal statement was delivered to the committee by the instructor. The department chair submitted two written reports of earlier appeals. The committee voted to overturn the decision of the department chair in step two of the process. The committee decided to allow the student’s homework to be submitted for grade.
