2. Program Updates
a. Radiology Medical Imaging (Mary/Cherie)
*Radiology program is still in process for accreditation.  Handing in more documents and will hopefully get the maximum of 5 years for review which is the maximum.

*Reviewing curriculum to try to get down to 60 credits.  We are thinking of removing BIOL224 and including this in RAD126.  Also, we will make CNA or EMT optional.
