· Student Teacher Internship applicants
Eight student teachers have been approved for the Spring 2014 semester.  Three will be in elementary and five in secondary.
· Replace IS 101 with CS 135 for Secondary Ed/Math Degree.
Chair Reagan has discussed with the COT Department the possibility of replacing IS 101 with the more applicable CS 135, for Secondary Ed/Math students.  They are agreeable to the change for the upcoming catalog.  Approved unanimously.  
· Replace Praxis I with Praxis Core Academic Skills

Praxis I has been replaced at the State level for licensure.  We are following their lead with mandating Praxis Core Academic Skills scores of 156 in Reading, 162 in Writing and 150 in Mathematics.   Those that have previously taken and passed the Praxis I will not have to take the Praxis Core. Approved unanimously.  

· Add Geol 101 (4 credits) as a General Education Science option for AA (pattern of study) in ECE.

We currently have the BIO 190/ PHYS 100 combination of seven credits.  Adding a four credit GEOL 101 option within the seven credits would give our students more choices while still aligning with standards for the Bachelor’s degrees.  We would allow students to utilize the option retroactively.  Science Department supports.  Approved unanimously.  
· Pilot study with Educational Testing Service.

Our field coordinator and adjunct instructor in Pahrump, Diann Musial, was selected to be part the development team for a new pre-service teacher performance assessment with ETS.  GBC was selected to pilot the assessment in Spring 14 with student teachers.  The study will allow GBC to be part of the national conversation around the growing trend towards performance assessments for initial licensure.  It was approved unanimously to accept the invitation to the study.
