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Teacher Education Committee

The Teacher Education Committee has met two times so far this semester.  The following decisions have been made:
1. Approved eight students to student teach in Fall 2015.
2. The TESL (Teaching English as a Second Language) endorsement has been changed to the ELAD (English Language Acquisition and Diversity) to reflect state licensing changes.

3. The Elementary Ed program eliminated the 3-credit INT 339 or INT 349 requirement.

4. ENG 250 Children’s Literature was removed as a Humanities Gen Ed requirement for Elem Ed, but will still be recommended.

5. EDUC 323 Teaching and Learning has been renamed Curriculum Design for Family Engagement to reflect a heavier emphasis on collaboration with families as part of the planning process.  The new catalog description will read:

EDUC 323 Curriculum Design for Family Engagement, 3 semester credits.  Planning for family engagement including families from diverse backgrounds in learning-centered environments, preparing lesson plans and formative assessment to inform and engage students and parents in the curriculum.  Professional portfolios of collaborative activities will be developed.  Nevada Academic Content Standards will be embedded in the process.

6. The ECE AA will replace HDFS 201 with PSY 101 as a requirement.
