Post-baccalaureate 

All of the following BA Elementary Education and Secondary Education degrees now require an ELAD endorsement (except for the BA Elementary Education ELAD Endorsement degree which already meets the ELAD requirement), resulting in the addition of EDRL 471, EDRL 475, and EDRL 477 to each degree.  In addition, the degrees have the following specific requirements:
BA Elementary Education—change of math requirement to MATH 126 or higher or STAT 152, reduce choice of science from three areas to two 

BA Elementary Education ECE Endorsement—replacement of MATH 126E with MATH 126 or higher or STAT 152, replacement of MATH 127 with a 4-credit science, replacement of PHYS 100 with a 3-credit science, addition of EPY 330, ECE 493, HDFS 232, removal of BIOL 190/GEOL 101, ECE 231, and EDUC 323; new credit total 136.5

BA Elementary Education Special Education Endorsement—replacement of BIOL 190 with a 4-credit science, replacement of GEOL 101 with a 3-credit science; new credit total 138.5

BA Elementary Education ELAD Endorsement—replacement of BIOL 190 with a 4-credit science, replacement of MATH 127 or STAT 152 with a 1-credit elective; replacement of GEOL 101 with a 3-credit science; new credit total 120.5

BA Elementary Education-English Emphasis—replacement of BIOL 190 with a  4-credit science, replacement of GEOL 101 with a 3-credit science; removal of MATH 127/152; removal of PHYS 100; new credit total 125.5

BA Elementary Education-Math Emphasis—replacement of BIOL 190 with a 4-credit science; replacement of GEOL 101 with a 3-credit science; removal of PHYS 100; new credit total 123.5

BA Elementary Education-Science Emphasis—removal of MATH 127/STAT 152; new credit total 129.5

BA Elementary Education-Social Science Emphasis—removal of MATH 127/STAT 152; replacement of BIOL 190 with a 4-credit science, replacement of GEOL 101 with a 3-credit science; new credit total 125.5

BA Secondary Education Biology—removal of the following courses:  CHEM 241 and CHEM 241L, BIOL 320, BIOL 434
