From 9-19-19 C&A meeting: ENG 402A Advanced Creative Writing. This course is being changed to allow for taking the course up to three times for a total of 9 credits with different projects and instructor approval. 

Items for Information Purposes Only 

From 10-03-2019 C&A meeting: The Math requirement for the AA pattern of study for Early Childhood Education was changed from MATH 126 or higher to MATH 120 or higher. 

From 10-10-2019 C&A meeting:  Changes to the Bachelor of Science in Comprehensive Medical Imaging with Emphasis in Diagnostic Medical Sonography program were presented, as follows:

· The admission requirement was changed to accept an associate degree from a regionally accredited college and all the required prerequisite courses. The old admissions policy required a degree in a patient care centered allied health field.

· The program prerequisite requirement was changed from MATH 120 to MATH 126, and NURS 135 was added as a prerequisite. 

· The total minimum number of credits required for the degree was set at 120. The previous requirement was often higher due to the former requirement of the allied health degree, which is no longer applicable.  

From 10-10-2019 C&A meeting:  A change in the Bachelor of Arts in Elementary Education program was made. The Math requirement was changed from MATH 126 or higher to MATH 120 or higher.
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
