GUEST/PUBLIC COMMENT – Alberto Jimenez, introduced himself as the new Director of Interactive Video (IAV) as of November 1, 2019.
Mary Doucette announced that the Education Department will be on Elko Live at 12:30 if any faculty were interested in listening to the interview.

Northwest sent a letter confirming that it will be sending 9 visitors March 30th – April 1st, 2020. The logistics of the accreditation site visit are being worked out. The cost is $2,000 per person, totaling $18,000. GBC is responsible for breakfasts, snacks, lunches, and transportation. A 15-passenger van has been reserved for the visit. The logistics form is due December 2nd, 2019. 
Included in the letter was a form listing items that needed to be addressed in the self-study. Mary Doucette and Bill Brown had a meeting with the Chair that will be coming for the visit, to address his expectations. The Chair informed them that he will be looking for direct information. Each standard should also be addressed separately. The accreditation committee will correct the report to reflect this information. 
Evi Buell, Mary Doucette, Bill Brown, and Julie Byrnes will be travelling to Northwest November 20 – 23, 2019, to gather more information on the Self-study and accreditation visit. 
Approval of minutes – Donald Jones motioned to approve the meeting minutes of October 18, 2019; David Sexton seconded the motion. Motion approved.
