VI. President’s Report




Information

President LeSpade announced that he had just returned from the Board of Regents and that he is the NSA Secretary. He explained the NSA is Nevada Student Alliance.  This group consists of all the NSHE Student Body Presidents.  NSA discussed tuition raises. There is a lot of debate concerning this issue. The regents wish for the institutions to keep a larger percentage of the increase, rather than it going to the legislature. UNR President is President of NSA, UNLV is the Vice President. President LeSpade asked that if anyone had any issues they would like addressed in NSA to bring them to him before August Regents meeting. He reminded the group to announce yourself when you wish to speak to make taking minutes easier. 
VII. Vice President’s Report




Information

Vice President welcomed everyone to the meeting. He stated that he hoped everyone was enjoying their summer.  He mentioned that he asked for money for the game room and that he would address that later in the meeting.  
VIII. Treasurer’s Report




Information/Action

Treasurer Phillips reported that the Board of Regents elected a new chair and vice chair.  The new chair is Regent Wixom and the Vice Chair is Regent Rosenberg.   Treasurer Phillips stated that we had the May treasury report to approve and the 2007-2008 SGA Budget to approve. Senator Ashcraft asked what she needed to do in order to get more money in the Ely account.  President LeSpade Explained that we did not receive much carry over and that our budget this year is about $15,000 less than 2006-2007. Treasurer Phillips explained that in the past the branch campuses have not spend what they have been given, but if she does spend the allotted amount for Ely all she had to do is ask to have more money transferred from the Elko account into the Ely one. Advocate Smith stated that she agreed that this was the best way to handle the situation.  She also reminded everyone that all salaries are paid out of the Elko account and not out of the branch campus accounts.
A. Vice President Cast moved to approve the 2007-2008 SGA budget, Senator Ashcraft seconded. No discussion. Motion Passed.

B. Vice President Cast moved to approve the May 2007 SGA Treasury report, Treasurer Phillips Seconded. Discussion: Senator French asked if the money shown in the Winnemucca account was the money that she had spent for the Relay for Life.  She said that the actual ending balance for Winnemucca was $343.13.  Treasurer Phillips explained that this is the actual amount of money in the bank and that the budget figures we used are the estimated budget figures. She went on to explain the reason we do it this way is because we are never completely sure how mush money we are going to receive in a year. It fluctuated with the number of students enrolled. Senator French said this amount has nothing to do with the money I spent on the Relay for Life then.  Advocate Smith stated that this was correct and that the money for the Relay for Life was going to be taken out of the Elko account and not the Winnemucca account. Motion Passed. 
IX. Student Advocate’s Report



Information
Advocate Smith congratulated the group on having the highest GPA average of any of the groups she has worked with. She thanked Vice President Cast for taking it upon himself to also do the minutes. Advocate Smith congratulated Richie on being NSA Secretary. She stated that last year on the Elko campus they put up a blackboard on the front of the SGA offices.  However buildings and grounds said that is was creating too much of a mess.  They offered to put up a white board along the front of the counter to replace the chalk board.
