Information
An issue will be discussed by the Pahrump senators about problems with books and a possible bookstore.
Senator Lurker (Pahrump Campus): This is from a student’s perspective; there is a problem with buying text booking with the current status that we have right now. Some of them are; You don’t dare buy ‘books’ because you don’t know if the teacher has changed their books since the last semester or last year. You don’t know if the class has been canceled because of a lack of numbers. By the time you get to the first class and decide what book you need, you go and order it and by the time you get it ‘the class’ is sometimes half over and you are behind on the reading schedule.
 Senator French (Winnemucca Campus): We have an art book that is still not available. We have a student that ordered an art book and it is still back ordered.
Senator Ashcraft (Ely Campus): The Ely campus also has a problem with them not taking the books back or never getting an option on used books and basically getting shoved to the way side. We also have a delay on books.
Senator French (Winnemucca Campus): I think the problem is E-Follett they won’t let Phyllis order extra because then she has to send to many back. There is a definite problem with the outlying areas. We have to pay shipping that Elko students do not have to pay. It is really expensive for the outlying areas to pay that, so we try to get somebody that is coming or going from Elko to bring our book. It can cost six dollars a book extra and you now how expensive books are, it’s ridiculous. 

Senator Ashcraft (Ely Campus): It the ‘class’ is canceled then you have to pay the shipping twice.  

President LeSpade (Elko Campus): Pahrump is fairly distant from Elko and it does present a pretty difficult challenge.  
Senator French (Winnemucca Campus): I know Gary Heber was here the other day and he asked for a total report on every problem we’ve had this year. So, I don’t know what’s going on but I know that he asked for a report.

Pat Anderson (Elko Campus): The branch campuses were brought under Gary’s guidance and I think he would like to hear this from a student’s perspective because in the beginning all he heard it from was a teacher’s and campus director’s perspective. One of the problems is everything is shipped to an individual student and you should put together a bulk shipment.
Senator French (Winnemucca Campus): I think it is absolutely ridiculous that we have to pay shipping. There are so many people that come and go from the Elko campus that I think there should be a way the books can be transported. I don’t think there should be a shipping charge. The students in Elko don’t have to pay a shipping charge and I don’t think the students in the outline campuses should have to pay a shipping charge either. I know the students in Winnemucca get irritated. It is a terrible cost. I know of one time the shipment cost was over a $100 that we had to divide between the students that ordered books out of that shipment. That is ridiculous. 
Senator French (Winnemucca Campus): I think our books should be able to be purchased back like the Elko campus.

Senator Lurker (Pahrump Campus): We had a bunch of students that have had problems with getting books, being late on assignment and missing them because of that. I know of a couple students that have missed assignments and have been docked. I guess it’s been going since the beginning of school.
