She went on to say in Winnemucca t in 2006 they had 1murder, 2 rapes, 5 robberies and 45 burglaries. She continued that in Nye County they have had 3 murders, 9 rapes, 10 robberies, 270 burglaries, and 190 motor vehicle thefts. She said in Ely 1 murder, 4 rapes, 1 robbery, 61 burglaries, and 30 motor vehicle thefts. She finished her statistics with Elko and said they had 1 murder, 6 rapes, 12 assaults, 18 motor vehicle thefts, and 87 burglaries. She said it’s something that we should do on all the campuses for the community. President LeSpade reminded everyone that the Easter egg hunt next week. He apologized for the agenda. He finished by telling everyone to be safe over spring break. Senator Kelsey thanked President LeSpade, Senator LeSpade, and Senator Cervantes for coming to their campus.
