If asked by the Election Committee, the candidate must provide
receipts/expense accounts.  SGA funds are not to be used to endorse/fund
any of the candidates.
â—�SGA computers, SGA office equipment, SGA office supplies, or any
campus printing machines are not to be used for preparing campaign
materials.
â—�All campaign materials, banners, signs, posters, etc. must be
approved by Student Advocate (Elko - Julie Smith) or Campus Director
(Battle Mountain â€“ Charlene Mitchel, Ely â€“ Mary Swetich, Pahrump â€“
Bill Verbeck,  Winnemucca â€“ Lisa Campbell).
â—�No alcohol or drug paraphernalia may be used on campaign materials.
â—�Any candidate or candidate affiliate found to be defacing or
removing any candidatesâ€™ campaign materials may result in
disqualifying the candidate and/or disciplinary procedures.
â—�Each Candidate is responsible for removing all his/her campaign
materials by:
Friday, Oct. 3, 2008 â€“ 12:00 Noon
â—�Campaigning (physical, verbal, or printed) is not allowed within 15
feet of the voting registration area or within 15 feet of the voting
booth on election days.
The SGA Student Advocate or GBC Campus Director will designate
registration and voting locations.
