President Batayola requests changes to the SGA Bylaws as 

follows:

Article IV

Finance

B. The Budget Committee shall allocate funds into the following major divisions:

SGA related projects and activities, student activities and contingencies and investments.

1. Investments of the $15,000.00 Barnes and Noble gift shall remain in an endowment account for the period of twenty (20) years to end in 2019

2. Interest gained on the endowment is to be spent on two annual SGA scholarships of at least half the interest not to exceed the total amount of $800.00, with funds on excess of the $800.00 to be put back into the principle.

3. Changes on any of the investment accounts can be made by 2/3 of a majority vote of the SGA with quorum present.

CHANGE TO READ:

Article IV
Finance
B. Two $500.00 Student Government Scholarships will be awarded anuually.

1. The Student Government scholarships will begin Spring Semester 2010.

2. The Student Government Scholarships will be a budget line item in the SGA annual budget beginning 2010/2011 fiscal year.

3. The GBC Scholarship Committee will choose the scholarship recipients based on:
a. Leadership Potential – Involvement and participation in clubs, organizations, community service, and student government should be a priority.

b. Must be an incoming or registered GBC student enrolled at any GBC site.

c. Must have a 2.5 GPA.

d. Registered or enrolled in 6 GBC credits.

C. SGA shall allocate funds from the Barnes and Noble account.


1. The account should not drop below $2,000.00.


2 Allocation of funds should be for SGA related programs, projects, and 
activities.

D. Changes to the Student Government Scholarship Program or the Barnes and 
Noble account can be made by a 2/3 of a majority vote of the SGA with 
quorum present.
