President Batayola remarked on the following:

We are coming up to one of the most critical legislative Session in February; the Nevada System of Higher Education cannot take any more cuts.

There are many Task forces that are looking into formula funding for Community Colleges.

The Fresh Look at Community College Task Force was on campus today. They were here for information purposes. President Batayola was in attendance at this meeting. She presented a report on the Students and what we as SGA are doing. 

She thanked Mr. Bruce James for moving her agenda item up so she could attend the SGA meeting today. Furthermore he was excited about the number of candidates running for Senator positions. 

President Batayola attended the Board of Regents Meeting last week.  She stated that they are still looking into differential fees.  She believes that it will not affect Community Colleges, more or less the Universities. While at Board of Regents, TMCC held a wonderful dinner reception to honor retiring Regent Dorothy Gallagher for all her hard work and dedication to higher education. The Chancellor came out with a plan called Nevada System of Higher Education Plan for Nevada’s Colleges and Universities. 

For the first time NSA has a Community College President as the Vice Chair (President Batayola). NSA has sent out a pledge to all Candidates to see if they support higher education or not, and who is against more budget cuts. They will be sending out a non bias questionnaire to candidates in order to bring information back to the students. NSA is also working with the Chancellor to get a cohesive coordination between the Board of Regents and Nevada Student Alliance going in to this legislative session. President Batayola stated that the system cannot bank on the students support of tuition and fee increases and still be willing to fill the shortfall like they have in the past. 
President Batayola thanked Senator Jessie Johnson for coming up for her training. It was great to see Senator Terry Hardy on campus. She thanked Senator Janae Johnson for coming to the dedication of the Leonard Center for Student Life Building.

B. School Colors

SGA will choose which colors they will endorse as GBC School colors.

Discussion:

President Batayola stated: As it stands today, she has gone to PC everyone is in a consensus that whatever the schools colors are GBC needs to start owning them. There needs to be a school color policy, one does not exist as of today there is only a logo policy. Not only do we need a color policy it also needs to be enforced in certain aspects. Of course in situations such as “Red Ribbon Week” colors used are red however with things like letter heads, official GBC documents, class schedules, graduation invitations should be in school colors. The only thing of question as of now is: What are the colors? The argument has always been between Sage Green and Gold and Forest Green and Gold. For her personally, since she has been a student has always thought that the colors were Forest Green and Gold; but if you go back into the history of Great Basin College it was a “school amongst the Sagebrush” and therefore the colors were originally Sage Green and Gold. However, back in 2005 when Michelle Uraine was President, GBC was going to start Collegiate Sports and the SGA at that time decided that Sage Green was not the best color for an athletic department, it was also a very hard color to find for apparel. SGA voted to change the school colors to Forest Green. This did not stick however, because they never took the decision to an administrative level. They felt this was not needed because, at the time GBC’s President was Dr. Paul Killpatrick who believed that “if the student’s wanted it, they could have it.” Therefore SGA never took it to the administrative level because they didn’t feel the need to.  Fast forwarding to 2010 the discussion of school colors has come up once again it is a student issue that truly hit the forefront with the moving into and opening of the Leonard Center (Student Union) there is a cohesion lacking with respect to school colors when looking at the patio furniture versus the benches etc. Faculty Senate will be voting on colors next week and it seems that they will be voting along with whatever the students want; she will be speaking with Classified Staff; as well as asking for the two colors to be put on the Ballot for the Fall Elections. First in foremost however SGA needs to weigh in on where they stand and make a decision because, we are the Student Leaders and need to decide first before it is placed on the ballot. 

V.P. Lemback stated: When we travel to other schools for recruitment, Sage Green doesn’t really stand out. When compared to other schools, UNR as well as UNLV stands out; and when considering colors you have to think about what is going to catch student’s attention.

V.P. Lemback motioned that the GBC School Colors should be Forest Green
