NSHE currently is operating on a $558 million dollar budget.

Governor Sandoval recommended a $395 million dollar budget.

The difference would be aprox. $163 million dollars or 29%. 

Tuition and Fees- Chancellor Klaich stated that it would take an increase of 73% in tuition and fees to fill the budget gap. President Batayola urged everyone not to panic yet, the legislative session begins February 7th, she will be traveling immensely. For the record: Everything we do as SGA will and must be cleared through her.
