· Board of Regents- Chancellor Klaich gave report. See Regents websites for a copy.

President Diekhans sent an E-mail out regarding proposed budget cuts.

Legislative Session begins Monday, February 7th.  NSA will testify on February 16th, it is after these dates we will have a better idea of the student message and what direction to take. It is very important everyone is sending the same message. Next Board of Regents Meeting is on March 10th and 11th, be prepared for possible SGA special meetings in the future.
· Town Hall Meeting – Went very well. There were 800 participants in Las Vegas, 600 in Reno. There was massive student participation. The citizens of Nevada are screaming for revenue reform.

· GBC Report at February 3rd Board of Regents Meeting – President Diekhans gave a few scenarios of what the proposed cuts would do to GBC. One scenario was closing GBC Centers; this would not be cost effective as it would only bring approx. $300,000 worth of savings to an approx. 2.5 million shortfall. President Batayola reviewed other scenarios such as remedial programs etc, stating that these are merely scenarios, we have a long way to go and these numbers will change many times.
