B. Charter Bus

President Batayola requests a cap of $1,000.00 to help subsidize the

C. Tuition and Fees







Information

President Diekhans reviewed the following:

· Governor Sandoval’s budget represents a 29% reduction for GBC. 

·  Based on our current budget to fill the gap this would require a 73% increase in Tuition and Fees.

· Discussed WICHE Median and what type of increase it would take to bring us equal to this median.
· Reviewed several different Tuition and Fees Increase Scenarios SEE ATTACHED.
· On the topic of elasticity, there is no string data that shows the exact point where tuition and fees are raised too high causing the loss of FTE. For example, from the cuts we have already taken; while our head count is up, our FTE is down due to students taking less credit hours. There is a correlation between Tuition and Fees and FTE.

· At the Federal level it looks like summer school Pell Grants will be discontinued as well as reductions in the amount of Pell Grants during the school year. Therefore we will have higher cost classes with less financial assistance.

· Encouraged students to contact their legislators at least once a week. Students can make a difference.

· Attended Budget Committee Meeting at Legislature, Tuition and Fees were discussed and questions were asked there about what the actual amount when you begin to start cutting out revenue.

President Batayola stated to remember that it isn’t the Legislators that determine Tuition and Fees amounts, it is the Regents. Mentioned that if this information isn’t enough to get on the bus she doesn’t know what is.

Advocate Smith mentioned that the legislators were also concerned about access for low income, first generation, and minority students.
