(Chancellor Klaich Four Points)
All,
 At the meetings with the Senate and Assembly last Friday the Chancellor unveiled what he is calling his “Four Point Plan”.  The plan is comprised of a number of strategies the presidents have been discussing over the last several months.
 The consensus is we need to shift directions to a strategy that aligns the legislature, NSHE, students, and staff, all working together for the same goals.

 

The Four Point Plan provides for equity in cuts and extra-expenditures between students, NSHE and the State of Nevada.

 The Four Point Plan is as follows:

 1)   Any cuts NSHE experiences will be amortized equally over the biennium. (This has been referred to as "smoothing".)  The cuts in the first fiscal year will be more than in the scenarios we have presented thus far. However, there would be no further increase in cuts in the second year of the biennium. Additionally, the “smoothing” will leave us with a base budget that is at a higher level for the next biennium, giving us a stronger position for the future.

 

2)   Students would contribute by accepting an increase in fees of 13% each year of the biennium.  Students will only support fee increases if the State and the NSHE institutions "share in the pain".

 

3)  NSHE employees participate by accepting a 5% pay reduction.  Each institution will also make annual budget cuts equivalent to the student fee increases.  Those budget cuts are in addition to the 5% pay reduction.

 

4)   The State would provide additional revenue to increase NSHE's base budget to be equivalent to the student fee increases and institutional cuts.  All "share in the pain".

 

I believe this is a good plan and a positive step towards keeping all NSHE institutions strong.  Other than lifting the sun set on some current taxes, the plan will probably not require new tax revenues to be successful. I support this plan, and I believe it is important that we all do. I ask all of you to help get the word out to our legislators, to the governor, and to your friends and neighbors. It is critical that we communicate our support for the Four Point Plan strongly and civilly. Let our legislators know that this is a good plan benefitting all.  Let the community know so they can also lend their support.
