Special Fees for December Board of Regents Meeting


Information
President Porter informed us that this is an information item only. The Vice President of Student Services, Lynn Mahlberg, and Chief Business Officer, Sonja Siebert, will be discussing the request from the Housing Advisory Committee and Housing Coordinator, Stacie Combs, and Director of Admissions/Registrar, Janice King, for a new additional $25.00 Application fee for International Students.

DICUSSION:
· Lynn Mahlberg said that the Board of Regents reviewed the fees and the new fees will go in effect by July.
· Sonja Sibert said that housing fees will increase with deposits. The reason for this fee is that when students move out there is damage. This will cover any damage that has occurred after the student moves out. Deposit fee is refundable if no damage has occurred, the increase will be added to the Married and family housing. Lock out fees will cover the cost of keys and personal replacing the key.

· Stacie Combs said that student fees will not go up. The $50.00 fee will be added to the deposit when they first move in.  Lock fees will apply when the student had been locked out three times. They will have few warnings before they will have to pay the fee.

· International fees will be $25.00 once a year. This fee will be applied for the price of paperwork, postage, and services rendered by personal.
