President’s Report

Vice President Pawelek reported on the following:
· The Dinner Dance was a huge success. I heard nothing but good compliments and hope it is something that we can continue to support in the future. · The third Legislative Funding Formula Committee meeting was Wednesday. They voted and decided on a consultant. This is specifically important because the proposal that Chancellor Klaich presented changes the whole formula to be based on completion rate funding instead of enrollment. There will be more information after the Regents meeting, but is important that you pay attention to what decisions are made. This also brings in the issue of dates to withdraw from a class and number of withdrawals given to students. Even if a student is given an F letter grade, it would count as a 'completion' where a student that is given a W does not. Bluntly, if the teachers stop giving Ws and just the F, the funding of the school will increase. Discussions are also happening that bring up the different dates that a student is able to withdraw. For example, students at GBC can withdraw up until the 13th week of a semester. Administrations are talking about changing those dates. I am asking that you, as student leaders, bring your opinions on this subject. Send me e-mails with questions if you have any. We will be discussing it more in upcoming meetings. 
· Some of the large topics that you may want to pay attention to that will be discussed at this Board of Regents meeting are the funding formula, the discussion on specifics of GBC's service area, President Mahlberg's report on workforce development, and the lease on the Mt. Charleston Elementary School for the future location of the Pahrump Center. I encourage you to take a look at the live stream or keep your eyes out for news releases 
· Graduation is quickly approaching and there are a few decisions that students have a say in. As SGA and student leaders that represent the voice of the students, we're the ones that get to make those final decisions. President's Council is now looking for the speaker at graduation. The name that was brought up was Vince Juaristi.  He is an Elko Native and will be doing a book signing in Ely and Elko next week. From the description I was given of his character I believe he is a very good choice. Vince is an honors graduate of the John F. Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University. Over the years, Vince has been appointed to work on projects for Presidents Jimmy Carter, George W. Bush, and Barack Obama.  I believe that he will speak very nicely and provide a great inspiration to graduating students and possibly students in the future.
