Funding Formula Proposal Specifics




Discussion

Information item only, SGA Officers will discuss the specifics of the proposed funding
      formula being introduced to Legislature and share views.

      DISCUSSION: President Porter said that we operate on FTE’s or Full time enrollment, 
      SGA gets its money from students. Chancellor Klaich has a new proposal based on 
      completion and success rates. In the end the Legislature will make the final verdict. 
      Students need to keep in mind what counts as completion and how much time we want 
to have to withdraw from a class. 
Senator Stepka asked if this will affected the time it takes for students to complete their degrees. The average student can complete an associate’s degree in three years and bachelors in five years. GBC is looking into to this concern as well for they understand that it can take longer for students to complete their degrees. At GBC students can wait until the 13th week to withdraw from courses, the new proposal is talking about changing this time frame to the 2nd week of school. When this proposal goes into effect teachers will not be handing out withdraws as easily. It will take some time before this is approved but it will affect community courses instead of a grade they will be listed as a pass or fail. The federal government has also passed a new requirement for FASFA. If a student does not have a GED or high school diploma they will not qualify for federal aid.
