A. SGA Budget 2012-2013





Information/ Action

Senator Drain moved to approve President Porter requests the approval of the 2012-2013 SGA Budget.  Chief Budget Officer, Sonja Sibert, will also review the budget with the SGA Officers. Senator Villarreal seconded.
DISCUSSION: President Porter sent the budget to all members of SGA. The 2013 budget is exactly the same as 2012. Hopefully this year’s budget will have the added bonus of increased student fee revenue. For lower division courses, SGA receives $1 per credit and $3 per upper division credit. Each center’s amount is the same, as is the club amount. The budget will cover the entire academic year. Motion passes unanimously.

B. Battle Mountain Orientation

Senator Poulsen moved to approve Senator Powell requests a cap of $100.00 to purchase supplies for the Battle Mountain Orientation to be held at the Battle Mountain Center on August 18th, 2012. Vice President Duran seconded.

DISCUSSION: Senator Drain said that the money will go toward pizza, water, and door prizes. Motion passes unanimously. 

D. Pahrump Orientation

Senator Drain moved to approve. Senator Hadfield requests a cap of $100.00 to purchase pizza, drinks, and supplies for the Pahrump Orientation to be held at the Pahrump Center on August 25th, 2012. Senator Poulsen seconded.
DISCUSSION: Senator Hadfield said that the money will go toward goodie bags that she plans on giving to students at orientation. Motion passes unanimously. 

E. Pahrump Welcome Back Week

Senator Villarreal moved to approve Senator Hadfield requests a cap of $350.00 to purchase food, prizes, and supplies for Welcome Back Week to be held at the Pahrump Center the week of August 27th – August 31st, 2012. Vice President Duran seconded.
DISCUSSION: Senator Hadfield said that this will be used to purchase two gift cards for Amazon.com to help students with buying books. Usually, orientation is held the second week of school, but she is going to do it the first week this year and provide food, drinks, and snacks for students. Motion passes unanimously.
F. Pahrump SGA Supplies





Information/ Action
Senator Drain moved to approve Senator Stepka requests a cap of $100.00 to purchase supplies to replenish the SGA art supplies at the Pahrump Center. Senator Powell seconded.
DISCUSSION: Senator Hadfield said that she believes the money for this item has already been approved in a previous meeting, but that they have been setting up three display cases for student art and getting ready to purchase supplies for the art program. Motion passes unanimously.

G. Pahrump Coffee Corner





Information/ Action
Senator Villarreal moved to approve Senator Hadfield requests a cap of $175.00 to purchase supplies to replenish the coffee corner at the Pahrump Center. Senator Drain seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Hadfield said that they still have some supplies left over from last semester and that this money will be used to purchase another small coffee maker. Motion passes unanimously.

H. Pahrump Suicide Prevention Walk Donation

Senator Poulsen moved to approve Senator Stepka requests a cap of $25.00 for a donation from SGA to the Suicide Prevention Walk to be held in Pahrump on September 15th, 2012. Vice President Duran seconded.
DISCUSSION: Senator Hadfield said that this is the second year that they will hold this event and that it is very important to the college, as well as the community. Motion passes unanimously.

I. Pahrump Soroptimist Raffle Donation

Senator Villarreal moved to approve Senator Hadfield requests a cap of $25.00 for a donation from SGA to the Soroptimist Raffle prizes for scholarships to be given away at the Pahrump Center. Secretary Blair seconded.
DISCUSSION: Senator Hadfield explained that the Soroptimists are a group of women that help women. Their scholarship stays within the area they serve and she has received this award herself. It takes a lot of fundraising to make this scholarship possible, but it makes a huge difference. Motion passes unanimously.
J. Winnemucca Orientation





Information/ Action
Senator Drain moved to approve Senator Villarreal requests a cap of $125.00 to purchase food, prizes, and supplies for the Winnemucca Orientation to be held at the Winnemucca Center on August 25th, 2012. Senator Powell seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Villarreal said that this money will be used for prizes for orientation and possibly supplies as well. Motion passes unanimously.

K. Winnemucca Welcome Back Week

Senator Drain moved to approve Senator Villarreal requests a cap of $400.00 to purchase food, prizes, and supplies for the Winnemucca Welcome Back Week to be held at the Winnemucca Center the week of September 4th – September 7th, 2012. Senator Hadfield seconded.
DISCUSSION: Senator Villarreal said that she couldn’t remember how much money they spend at the last farewell week expenses, but this money will cover raffle prizes and food for students. Motion passes unanimously. 

L. Elko Orientation






Information/ Action
Senator Villarreal moved to approve President Porter requests a cap of $800.00 to purchase lunch for Orientation to be held at the Elko Campus on August 25th, 2012. Secretary Blair seconded. 
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that so far, there are 100 students enrolled in orientation for Elko. This money will cover lunch, lanyards, and other prizes from the bookstore for students. Motion passes unanimously. 

M. Elko Movie Nights






Information/ Action
Vice President Duran moved to approve President Porter requests a cap of $5,500.00 to subsidize the cost of SGA Movie Nights during the 2012-2013 school year. Secretary Blair seconded. 
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that in the past, the contract has been $5,000.00, but this year, an extra $500.00 was allocated to cover possible cost hikes. Senator Poulsen asked if there was a possibility that Elko could pass the movie on to other centers after their movie night. President Porter said he would talk to the representative and find out what their contract would allow. Motion passes unanimously. 
N. Movie Night Refreshments





Information/ Action
Vice President Duran moved to approve President Porter requests a cap of $1,600.00 to purchase refreshments for the SGA Movie Nights to be held on the Elko Campus during the 2012-2013 school year. Senator Drain seconded. 
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that every movie night, SGA provides food (candy, veggies, sandwiches/pizza), and that is what this money will go toward.

O. SOL Programming Board





Information/ Action
Senator Villarreal moved to approve Vice President Duran requests a cap of $800.00 to purchase refreshments for programming board activities to be held on the Elko Campus during the 2012-2013 school year. Senator Hadfield seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this money will be used to pay for the food that is provided at the SOL meetings throughout the year (pizza or sandwiches), as well as a cake for the end of the year meeting. Motion passes unanimously.

Senator Poulsen moved to approve Vice President Duran requests a cap of $800.00 to purchase refreshments for Friday Follies to be held on the Elko Campus during the 2012-2013 school year. Senator Hadfield seconded.
