· During the meeting, the E-Learning Steering Committee was brought up. He was asked to serve on this committee and accepted. This committee is very important for colleges that have distance and online learning. It is a statewide program. He is the only student representative on the committee. 

· Today was the President’s Welcome Back. The entire faculty was there. President Porter and Vice President Duran attended, as well as Senator Correa. President Porter introduced the members of SGA and gave a small speech. Dr. Curtis spoke at the beginning of the meeting and he has high hopes for this year. He also said that President Curtis will hopefully be traveling to the other campuses to meet and speak to them as well. President Curtis was planning to attend this meeting, but his welcome was moved to this morning, so he may drop by later.

DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that as we discussed at the beginning, it was supposed to be done by Tony’s Tacos, which he was really excited for. He couldn’t find the help he needed though, so he had to decline. He said that they are now discussion using Port of Subs as the vendor instead. He does not believe that they will use all of the money allocated. He will let everyone know next week what they have decided. This luncheon is designed to help students meet other new people. G. GBC IAV Bingo

Vice President Duran moved to approve President Porter requests a cap of $500.00 to purchase supplies, refreshments, and prizes for IAV Bingo to be held GBC campus-wide on August 28th, 2012. Senator Correa seconded.
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that this money is for supplies on the Elko campus, for markers and/or Bingo cards, as well as prizes. Motion passes unanimously.  
H. Amazing Race






Information/ Action
Senator Powell moved to approve Vice President Duran requests a cap of $500.00 to purchase supplies and prizes for an Amazing Race event to be held on the Elko Campus on August 30th, 2012. Senator Correa seconded.
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this event is based off of “Amazing Race” on TV. It is designed as a competition. Each team will be given clues and will be sent all around town to get merchandise that has already been purchased by SGA so that students will not have to purchase the things required. President Porter said that the point of this event is to create student awareness of where they can get discounts by showing their student IDs. This way, they can familiarize themselves with Elko as well as get free merchandise, creating awareness for SGA and student discount merchants. Motion passes unanimously.
XIV.
Public Comment






Information
· Pat Anderson said that President Curtis mentioned that a verbal agreement has been reached with a food service management company called Aben’s. This is a company who runs food service outlets at small and medium colleges, some hospitals, military bases, and some federal buildings that have large cafeterias. There is no signed contract yet because they are still going through the legal process. They should be coming onto the campus around September 17th. Their full grand opening is planned for around the last week of September. They offer varieties of food, such as fresh pizza, deli sandwiches, hot lunches, and a salad bar. It is planned to be set up as a restaurant style outfit. While speaking to them, she asked them if they were willing to work with SGA and the school in general. They were very happy to agree. They want to start a committee to critique their food, prices, and workers. The meals are far cheaper than the previous vendor that was occupying the space. This company is also planning on offering a meal plan, but those will not be available until spring semester. They are very open to offering tiered meal plans for all students on campus. They may partner with Great Basin Coffee or the Bookstore in the future. The meal plans will be optional. At the start, they will be open from Monday to Fridays. They are planning on hiring a full-student staff, except for the two full-time chef-managers. She said that we also need to thank President Curtis because they had to make some financial concessions to get this company in. This company is highly pro-student. 
·  President Porter said that because this is a fiscal, legislative, and budget year, between Board of Regents and his new committee, he will be off campus quite a bit this year. He said that the best way to get ahold of him will be through email or phone. His GBC email has been restored, so you may reach him at: alex.porter@gbcnv.edu. Vice President Duran will probably be running a few meetings. He is looking forward to the retreat, which is tentatively planned for the weekend after the weekend of election week. It will be held on a Saturday. 
· Student Advocate Mendez said that student handbooks are being mailed out to all campuses for the year. The handbook will also be available online. 
· Senator Powell asked President Porter if there was any update on the tutoring that she asked him about earlier in the week. She said that there was a large student forum earlier in the year and the consensus was that there was a large need for more tutors as well as an extension of tutoring hours.
· President Porter said that no tutoring hours have been cut, but that hours haven’t been changed because the 8% tuition increase has not gone into effect and will not until the beginning of the school year. 
· Pat Anderson said that we should bring up the tutoring again in a later meeting in September.
