VII. Vice President’s Report

Vice President Duran reported on the following: 

· He said that it has been a busy week. It was good for President Porter to come back because it afforded he and Secretary Blair more hands to help out. Student Advocate, Adriana Mendez, will administer a Campaign Workshop to candidates who will be running for open SGA positions.
DISCUSSION: Student Advocate Mendez said that she offers her congratulations to all who are running for office. She said it is important for all candidates to have Fridays off or open because those are the days that SGA has its weekly meetings. She said that if candidates are appointed, they must maintain a minimum GPA of 2.5. She said that fliers can be put up around the campus after they have been approved by her on Monday. She said that no candidate may spend more than $100 on their campaign. She said that no college equipment or materials may be used to make the posters candidates will post, and that they must use their own personal supplies. She said that there cannot be any drug or alcohol endorsement on any campaign posters and that any candidate caught taking down another candidate’s posters can be disqualified or receive due consequences. Candidates must remove their posters by Friday at noon of Election Week. Candidates may not stand within 15 feet of the ballot box and tell students to vote for them. There also may not be any posters within that 15 foot bubble. Each center will be responsible for watching their candidates. Failure to abide by these rules can result in disqualification. Any travel expenses candidates incur will be reimbursed.
