Information

G. Red Ribbon Week Advertising

Senator Poulsen moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $600.00 to purchase advertising supplies for Red Ribbon Week to be held on the Elko Campus on October 22nd – 25th, 2012. Senator Cdebaca seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this money would be used to purchase fancier fliers from Media Services for Red Ribbon Week. He said that because SGA is partnering with P.A.C.E., they will be in charge of the event on Monday with their DUI simulator, red ribbon distribution, as well as the root beer floats on Wednesday night. He said that it will also purchase red tablecloths for the red ribbons that SGA will tie on the trees on campus. Motion passes unanimously. 
H. Red Ribbon Kick-Off Lunch

Senator Villarreal moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $200.00 to purchase food and supplies for a Red Ribbon Week Kick-Off Lunch to be held on the Elko Campus on October 22nd, 2012. Secretary Blair seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this go toward the discount lunch that Bighorn Bistro will provide for the Monday event. He said that in order to receive the discount, students will have to have a red ribbon wristband that they can get from playing the DUI simulator game, or going to the P.A.C.E. booth for information. The discount is set up so that the students pay $2.50 and SGA covers the other $2.50 and SGA will only be charged what is sold. Motion passes unanimously.
