President’s Report 






Information / Action
President Porter reported on the following: 

· He said that he was looking at the 2013 Nevada Student Alliance (NSA) schedule, which is when November 18 falls on a Monday. The rest of the NSA meetings are live and in Las Vegas before the Board of Regents meetings this year. 
· He had a teleconference with the E-Learning Steering Committee. All of the members were on the phone at the same time. They discussed the consultants’ views of how the data collection went. The consultants are still going over all of it. The results will be brought up in the November 16th, 2012 meeting. He will join the meeting via Interactive Video (IAV) from 9:00 AM- 1:00 PM. Vice President Duran will run that week’s meeting. He said that the kind of data collection they did has never been done before and will give the Committee some direction. 

· There are no meetings November 23rd, due to the Thanksgiving holiday, and November 30th, because he and Vice President Duran will be in Las Vegas for Board of Regents. 

· He said that if anyone has any agenda requests for December that he needs them by next Tuesday. The last meeting for this semester will be December 7th, 2012. SGA will reconvene after Christmas break in January, possibly the 18th for the first meeting of the Spring semester. 

· He said that the replies to the Minutes and Agenda were down this week. Senator Fetterly moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $500.00 to purchase food and supplies for a Thanksgiving Feed to be held on the Elko Campus on November 13th, 2012. Senator Chino seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this money will be used for Tuesday’s event. It will purchase the sandwiches from Port of Subs, and chips, drinks, and possibly pie for dessert. Motion passes unanimously. 
D. Drive Week







Information / Action

Senator Villarreal moved to approve Secretary Blair’s request of a cap of $300.00 to purchase supplies for Drive Week to be held on the Elko Campus the week of November 13th – 17th, 2012. Senator Chino seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Secretary Blair said that this money is for possible additional ad supplies or supplies that may be needed at any of the events during Drive Week. It is cushion money. Motion passes unanimously. 

E. Hunt for the Hungry






Information / Action

Senator Fetterly moved to approve President Porter’s request of a cap of $800.00 to purchase supplies and prizes for the Hunt for the Hungry event to be held on the Elko Campus on November 16th, 2012. Senator Cdebaca seconded. 
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that this money will be used to purchase the bins and turkeys for the Hunt for the Hungry event. It is an annual event that really brings in club participation. Students and clubs split into teams of four to six people and go door to door asking for non-perishable food item donations. The hunt lasts three hours and then the last hour is spent separating the food into the bins as evenly as possible. The bins are donated to F.I.S.H. (Friends in Service Helping) and a turkey is put in each bin as well. There will be cash prizes for the clubs and/or students that win. The money will go directly into the club’s account, with different categories for them to win in. Student Nurses Organization (SNO) is very good at this event and has won in the past. It will depend on which clubs show up to participate. Motion passes unanimously.

Public Comment







Information

· Senator Chino asked if the Executive Board had met with the Red Cross about donating to Hurricane Sandy victims. 
· President Porter said that the Executive Board and Director of Safety and Security Pat Anderson met with the director from the Red Cross two days ago and decided to do donation cards. The donor must give at least $1.00 and will sign their name on the card, which will be hung in the SGA office windows for other students to see. The money will be donated to the Red Cross Hurricane Sandy Relief fund. He said that he can send the other sites the template for the donation cards. He said that Truckee Meadows Community College’s (TMCC) President, Navgeet Zed, asked if GBC’s SGA would be willing to donate to their Hurricane Sandy Relief efforts.
· Senator Poulsen said we should donate to them. 
· Senator Drain said that each campus should donate $25, which can be put all together and sent from GBC as a whole. Senator Poulsen agreed. 
· Vice President Duran said that he will forward the template to everyone. He said to collect as much as possible and the drive will end before December 7th, 2012. 
· President Porter said that they will send the other centers the template and that they will have to cut the cards themselves. Elko will be starting the drive on Tuesday and SGA will donate $125 to TMCC.
