Senator Saili moved to approve Senator Drain’s request of a cap of $130.00 to purchase supplies and food for Spring Orientation to be held at the Ely Center on January 12th, 2013. Senator Harris seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Drain said that this money will go toward food (she hasn’t decided whether to do pizza or sandwiches) and welcome prizes for students that attend. Motion passes unanimously.

DISCUSSION: Senator Poulsen said that they plan to have an icebreaker with the students and that they will use the money for supplies and food. Motion passes unanimously. 

E. Winnemucca Welcome Back Week

Senator Harris moved to approve Senator Poulsen’s request of a cap of $250.00 to purchase supplies and snacks for Welcome Back Week to be held at the Winnemucca Center the week of January 22nd – 25th, 2013. Vice President Duran seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Poulsen said that this money is for snacks for the students. They have had great feedback from students. They want to put out healthier snacks this go around. Motion passes unanimously. 
F. Elko 2013 Spring Orientation




Information / Action

Senator Chino moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $600.00 to purchase supplies and food for Spring Orientation to be held on the Elko Campus on January 12th, 2013. Senator Poulsen seconded.
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this will go toward food (between sandwiches and pizza), prizes, and it will cover any extra prices for pizzas if Elko decides to go through the Bighorn Bistro. Motion passes unanimously. 

G. NSA Awareness Pledge



Information / For Possible Action

President Porter will update the SGA on Nevada Student Alliance developments.  A pledge towards NSA Awareness will also be discussed.

DISCUSSION: President Porter said that Nevada Student Alliance (NSA) was planning to have a rally, but it has now been replaced with “Education Day.” PTA’s, students K-12 and their families will be attending as well as key people from around the state that will be sent to Carson City for the morning meetings to talk to legislators and committees. He said that NSA needs funding for these kinds of events and future events. They have no money and no formal account, so they have asked that each institution contribute $1,250 to NSA Awareness to make a total of $10,000. This amount of money is harder for smaller colleges to come up with. President Porter asked Vice President for Business Affairs and Vice President of Student Services Lynn Mahlberg for advice and they pulled numbers proportioned out based on the student population at each school. Getting those numbers was a hassle because many institutions don’t put their financial information online. $1,250 is only 1.6% of GBC’s SGA’s budget. He said that each SGA should only donate 1.5% or 1% of their budget to the cause. Vice President Duran said that the 1.6% SGA donates will still be in the account at GBC, just off to the side. He said that the money will not be going to a large pot of money somewhere and each SGA will have different buying tasks. President Porter said that he isn’t sure what the term “NSA Awareness” means at this point. Education Day is set for around February 13, 2013 and all institutions are being asked to pitch in. Vice President Duran said that SGA should create a cap of $1,250 so that NSA cannot ask for more money after the motion has been passed. Senator Poulsen said that the percentages sound better than the lump sum. She said that $1,250 is a lot more for smaller institutions than it is for the larger colleges. President Porter said that at DRI, they have nothing but graduate students and their SGA gets $1,200 for the entire year. Different budgets make it harder to pull numbers and percentages for each institution. He said that he will push for each institution to only have to donate a certain percentage of their budget. Senator Drain said that she things that is a good idea. She said that he should push for it to NSA and talk more to the other institutions. 
H. SGA Constitution Revision



Information / For Possible Action

President Porter will put forth the idea of making an amendment to the SGA Constitution to include a clause on Nevada Student Alliance participation requirements.

DISCUSSION: President Porter said that NSA is amending their constitution because it is vague and they need all Presidents to attend meetings each month. He said that in turn, he would like to add an amendment to GBC’s SGA constitution or bylaws to say that the President must be a part of NSA. He said that Vice Presidents cannot be asked to come to all meetings because not all SGAs are as close as GBC’s and the cost of transportation can be high, and some colleges have multiple Vice Presidents. Vice President Duran said that NSA can push for Vice President attendance but cannot make it mandatory. President Porter said that all of NSA’s meetings are public and the only voting members are Presidents. Vice President Duran said that he thinks that it is a great idea to make an amendment because NSA is an important part of NSHE and it is important to have unified representation. He said that many of the Presidents had already left before the last day of Board of Regents last time. He said that there should be a push for Vice President attendance, but not a mandatory attendance policy. President Porter said that NSA is very important because it opens doors. They meet with the chancellor during their monthly IAV meetings, and again before Board of Regents meetings along with other members of the board. 
Senator Drain made a motion. Senator Willis seconded. Motion fails. 

Vice President Duran made a motion. No second. Motion fails. 

Vice President Duran moved to make an amendment to the SGA Constitution including a clause that requires the President of SGA to be a participating member of Nevada Student Alliance. Senator Willis seconded. Motion passes with two abstentions. 
I. Reimburse Dr. Frank Daniels




Information / Action
Senator Villarreal moved to approve Senator Drain’s request of the reimbursement of $23.06 to Dr. Frank Daniels for the purchase of chili during the Chili Feed Event held at the Ely Center in November 2012. Senator Correa seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Drain said that the $100 approved was not enough to cover the cost of some of the ingredients that Dr. Daniels needed. She said that the chili was very good. Motion passes unanimously.

Public Comment







Information

· President Porter said that on Tuesday, he met with President Dr. Curtis. There is a marquee on the corner of the Elko campus and President Dr. Curtis would like to upgrade it. He would like to install a light board. The lettering would be raised aluminum with the light behind the lettering. The first quote they received was $50,000. President Dr. Curtis said that the money for this project is there. The last board was SGA funded and if SGA contributes money to the board, we can advertise SGA activities. President Porter said that maybe SGA can purchase the letters to go on the board. He said that there would also be a plaque on the foundation that said that SGA contributed to it. Senators agreed it sounds like a good idea. President Porter asked that Elko Senators stay after the meeting. 
· Senator Poulsen asked if the movie nights were going to be changed to a different day. President Porter said that Wednesday night was voted for on the fall election ballots, so the movie nights will not change. Senator Willis asked if there was another vendor SGA could go through. President Porter said that no other companies offer as good of a deal. With Swank, there is a discount for ordering eight movies and they also get premium movies that haven’t come out yet in stores which generate higher student interest.
