· Each campus/center has the following expenditures:

-Battle Mountain: $509.42 (51% of budget)
-Elko: $45,769.07 (60% of budget) [Overspent travel budget by $771.30 due to Washington D.C. trip. Will have to shift money around in budget to cover travel for this semester.]

-Ely: $384.52 (26% of budget)

-Pahrump: $989.59 (28% of budget)

-Winnemucca: $1,087.78 (44% of budget)
