President’s Report 





Information / Action
A President Porter administered the Oath to the newly appointed Battle Mountain Senator, Donavan Powell.
President Porter reported on the following: 
· He said that the plans for Nevada Education Day are set. There are six people traveling to Carson City: Juan Jaimes, Amy Nisbet, Senator Poulsen, President Porter, Vice President Duran, and Secretary Blair. He said that the breakfast that morning will be sponsored by Nevada Student Alliance (NSA) with regents, college presidents, and legislative members attending. After lunch, they will meet with their area specific legislators. That night, there is a reception at the governor’s mansion at 5:00 PM. President Porter said that Vice President Duran will accompany him. It will be a good time to network. 
· Board of Regents will be from February 27th to March 1st, and the March 1st SGA meeting has been canceled. He and Vice President Duran will attend. 
· At the last NSA meeting, they discussed revising the NSA Constitution with specific emphasis on the wording about individual constitutional revisions. He said that they discussed the line item for the funding of NSA and were going to ask for $500 from each college. President Porter said that he opposed it and asked for a percentage instead of a set amount, due to different institutions’ budgetary limits. 
· Dr. Laurie Walsh approached SGA about Communities in Schools “Edibles for Education” drive again this year. President Porter said that of the money donated last year for backpacks, there was enough left over to purchase the backpacks for this year. SGA will provide the boxes for food collection. Dr. Walsh asked for them to be decorated. The food gathering begins next week on the 19th and runs for two weeks (ends March 1st). He said that they will put up the fliers, and they are hoping for a lot of student and faculty participation. Senator Poulsen asked what they can do on the other centers. Director Anderson said that she would find contacts for all of the centers and will have them sent out so that they can get ahold of to hold individual food drives.
