DISCUSSION: All Officers received a supplementary document with additional information about each speaker brought forward before the meeting. Senator Chino said that they recommend Regent Allison Stephens because she is relatable to many students and is from the area, so she will appeal to a wide crowd. As an added mark in her favor, she is already planning to attend the graduation ceremony. Senator Drain said that she recommends Shaunta Grimes-Alberger because she feels that she represents the nontraditional students that GBC caters to. Senator Smith said that her number one pick would be Shaunta Grimes-Alberger and her back up is Regent Allison Stephens. Senator Poulsen said that she would recommend Howard Rosenberg because he is very passionate about education. Senator Wing recommends Howard Rosenberg because he liked his biography and liked that he said that students are not customers when it comes to higher education. His second choice was Shaunta Grimes-Alberger. Senator Jaimes said that Regent Allison Stephens was his first choice and Shaunta Grimes-Alberger was his second. Senator Saili said that her first choice is Regent Allison Stephens, and her second is Howard Rosenberg, because she liked what he said in the biography and feels it represents GBC. Secretary Blair said that her first pick is Regent Allison Stephens because she is a new face in legislation, and will already be attending the graduation ceremony, so making sure she can attend will not be a problem. A. Online Voting for SGA 2013 Spring Elections


Information 
SGA officers will discuss the possibility of having online voting for the 2013 Spring Elections. The Director of Curriculum Development, Lisa Frazier, will be giving a presentation. 

DISCUSSION: Director Frazier was approached by a couple of SGA Officers about the possibility of doing online voting to increase range and volume of voters. The idea has been discussed for two or three years. With the new WebCanvas, it is more possible to create a voting course. Nine sections of the course were created to limit the number of students a mass message would reach if a student sent a message and to better regulate the voting. More than 87% of students are online this spring, so this will reach a lot of students. To vote, students must log in with their username and password and the voting course will be located under the same tab as their other courses. She said that she can send out an administrative message to students that can be sent to their cell phones, email, Facebook, Twitter, etc. depending on what they have decided they want their messages sent to. She said that on the home page, there needs to be something that tells students that if they vote more than once, their ballot will be invalidated, and will not count. A link takes them to the ballot via SurveyMonkey, where the student enters their ten digit ID and completes it question by question. Some questions will have the option of selecting a certain amount of names, depending on the category. Each question heading will give specific instructions on the number of candidates to select from the list and the survey will prevent them from selecting any more than that set amount. All of the data goes into a spreadsheet that can be used to find duplicates if students do vote more than once and can be deleted from there. The only mandatory field is the ten digit ID on the first page of the survey. Even if students don’t answer certain questions, the ballot will still go through. Modules can be added with candidate bios for students to read. Constitutional revisions will be voted on during this election as well. A corrected constitution may also be added to a module. It was suggested that candidates make introductory videos to go with their bios. With the online format, there would not be any paper ballots. However, on the Elko campus, there may be iPad stations where students can vote. Centers may be able to have a station within their computer labs for students to vote in. For students that don’t have online classes, advertising would consist of fliers to catch people’s attention. Director Frazier said that offering a prize may act as an added incentive for students to vote. She also said that SGA may be very surprised with the number of students that vote. Senator Smith said that students should be warned a good amount of time before the voting happens so that they know about the online nature of voting this year, rather than in-person ballot boxes. Once the course is live and voting starts, no changes will be made. 
B. Ely IAV Bingo

C. Pahrump Madness Guessing Game

DISCUSSION: Senator Chino said that the money will be used to purchase the basketball and a prize for the person who guesses the number closest to the exact number of dots on the ball. Motion passes unanimously. 
D. Winnemucca Graduation Dinner

Senator Jaimes moved to approve Senator Poulsen’s request of a cap of $150.00 to purchase supplies and a cap of $350.00 to purchase refreshments for the 2013 GBC Graduation Dinner to be held at the Winnemucca Center on May 16th, 2013. Senator Chino seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Poulsen said that her center director asked that SGA donate $500 toward graduation, which is why she has requested that much money. Motion passes unanimously.

Senator Harris moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $500.00 to purchase prizes for a Support Your Student Leaders Drawing to be held on the Elko Campus on April 25th, 2013. Senator Chino seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this money will go toward purchasing an iPad or iPad mini and they are shooting high on the price in case of taxes. They have had a ticket tumbler at all of their events so that students can fill out tickets to put in the drawing for every event they attend. Motion passes unanimously. 
F. Renaming of SOL Programming Board

SGA Officers will discuss renaming the SOL Programming Board and bring forth ideas for consideration.

DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that SGA needs to rename the Programming Board, along with the revamping of the SOL manual. The name right now seems to be comedic relief for faculty and staff this year. He sends out reminder emails the week of the meeting which receives comments from instructors. SOL stands for Students, Organizations, Leaders. He thought about SOLAR, which would stand for Students, Organizations, Leaders with Activities and Recreation. It was also Students, Organizations, Leaders Achieving Results. He said that they are bringing it to Officers for input. He said that they don’t necessarily need an acronym that stands for something. Senator Chino suggested the name Dream Chasing and Goal Catching. He said that students are chasing their dreams by going to school and can catch their goals by joining GBC’s clubs, and becoming involved. He also suggested Stay Hungry, which follows along the same line, as chasing their goals. The item will be tabled until the April 5th meeting.
