A. Vice President Duran moved to approve the minutes for March 22nd, 2013. Senator Harris seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Under item D, the date needs to be changed from May 18th to May 16th. Under public comment, the date needs to be changed from April 25th to the 26th. Motion passes unanimously. 
VI. 
President’s Report 






Information / Action
President Porter reported on the following: 

· He said that he sent in the constitutional revisions to John Albrecht and received a reply that he was okay with all of the changes and to move forward. He said that now he must present the revisions to President Dr. Curtis and then once he approves them, they will go to the students on the ballot. If the students vote yes by a simple majority, they will go on to the Chancellor for approval and if he approves the revisions, SGA will have a newly revised Constitution by the end of the semester. 

· He said that regarding the 25th and 26th, he wants everyone to still plan on coming up. He said that Student Advocate Mendez sent out an email with the specifics on how to make sure that everything works out. Much of it is just travel forms, hotel requests, and car rental requests. This is for all centers, except for Battle Mountain. He said that if any Officers have questions, to contact himself, Student Advocate Mendez, or their Center director. He asked that all paperwork be filled out by April 9th. This way, all travel expenses can be accounted for in the budget. He said that it is cheaper to take a GBC agency vehicle. Senator Poulsen asked if there could be a treasury report next week. President Porter said that there would be. He said that he has been in contact with Vice President for Business Affairs, Sonja Sibert, and received rough expenditure reports for everyone. The following is left in each Center’s budget (roughly): 
· Battle Mountain: $668.78

· Ely: $1,201.27
· Pahrump: $2,157.50

· Winnemucca: $1,647.57

If anyone has any issues with travel requests, contact the people he mentioned. He said that if possible, plan to room together. 
· He said that on the Elko campus, they are planning for accreditation on the 16th of April. He said that they have also recently put up applications for SGA Elections. The SGA application is available online. There is a notification on the homepage and a link under “Student Life” and then “Student Government Association.” He said that they will be sending all Centers the application so that they can have hardcopies on their own campuses. Applications are due by April 11th. 

· He said that there is an Executive Board meeting after this meeting, and no one except for Executive Board members are required to be present at the meeting. However, if Officers would like to stay, they are more than welcome to. This meeting will decide how many Senators will be represented on each campus and open for reelection. He said that next week’s meeting is very important because that is the meeting that any candidate running must be present at. He said that there will be a regular meeting and then the campaign workshop afterward. He said that the workshop is mandatory for all candidates and all candidates must attend two meetings, which is met in the two meetings held that week.

They have planned out the next month and will be putting fliers up soon for a School Supply Drive that will supplement the Communities in Schools Drive that Elko did, and benefit local schools. It will run April 15th-19th.  For Earth Day, they will be giving out green ribbons to students that pledge to do something for Earth Day. Senator Poulsen said that they are going to make a big poster that people will sign with the pledge they intend to keep. She said that they will then put it up in a common area to help motivate students. April will be a fairly busy month for them. They have been doing quite a bit of community outreach and she has been in contact with the Nevada Outdoor School, who are planning to replant the vegetation at the Santa Rosa Range almost every weekend of the month. She is hoping to find volunteers and will use a “reward system” to help bring people in. They will be doing it on April 20th. There is also an Ecology Fair that she was hoping they could get involved in, but it looks like they won’t be able to. She said that they are having nice posters of the Mission Statement being hung up day by day.

A. Renaming of SOL-Programming Board

Information / For Possible Action

SGA Officers discussed renaming the SOL Programming Board and brought forth ideas for consideration.

DISCUSSION: Senator Powell said that he likes the SOLAR acronym. Senator Chino said that the first one that Senator Harris came up with was CIO, which stands for Community Involvement Organization. Senator Chino came up with FOPL, which stands for Forerunner Organization and Pace-setting Leaders. He said another one they came up with is APL, which stands for Assembly of Pace-setting Leaders. Senator Harris said that another idea was “Host.” Senator Chino said that one more is PS, which stands for Pace-setting Society. Their last idea was FLO, which stands for Forerunner Leading Organization or Future Leader Organization. President Porter said that FLO is very close to FFA and FBLA in acronym meaning, and he doesn’t know if they want to say “future” because the Programming Board is made up of current Presidents and leaders of clubs and organizations on campus. President Porter said that Secretary Blair sent him and Vice President Duran an email with suggestions for the name. She suggested CSI, which stands for Center for Student Involvement. She also suggested the “Skyline” Board as a name, which she said is a variation on the “Sky’s the Limit” saying that encompasses the “high flying” members of the board that go “above and beyond” the duties and expectations they have been given. He said that SOLAR, as a recap, would stand for Student Organization Leaders Achieving Results. Senator Smith said that she likes the acronym SOLAR. President Porter said that an English teacher pointed out that there is a verb in the acronym, which doesn’t usually happen. Senator Poulsen suggested LOT, which stands for Leaders of Today. Senator Smith suggested SLOT, which stands for Successful Leaders of Today. Senator Poulsen said that she likes the Skyline Programming Board as a name. Vice President Duran said that he likes that it isn’t an acronym and breaks away from previous administrations. Vice President Duran said that in the research he did, most of the names he came across are acronyms. He said that it will be a fresh name for the new manual and constitutional revisions that the next year will bring. He said that he also likes the SLOT acronym. Senator Drain said that she liked SOLAR. Vice President Duran said that SOLAR was the original idea and that Vice President for Student Services, Lynn Mahlberg, came up with the name. President Porter said that even though SOLAR is an acronym, it could stand alone as a name. He said that he would like for them to vote today because the Programming Board is a part of the constitutional revisions and Vice President Duran needs the new name for the new manual. Senator Smith said that “Skyline” may provoke .007 jokes. Senator Powell said that because SOLAR is still in the running and a lot of people are focusing on the “Green Movement,” SOLAR will be applicable for the next few years, especially with Student Governments looking to green up their campuses. 
Vice President Duran moved to approve the motion for the renaming of the SOL Programming Board to SOLAR Programming Board (Student Organization Leaders Achieving Results).

A. Ely Graduation Dinner





Information / Action
Senator Poulsen moved to approve Senator Drain’s request of a cap of $350 to purchase supplies, decorations, flowers, and gifts, and a cap of $300 to purchase food and refreshments for a Graduation Dinner to be held at the Pahrump Center on May 21st, 2013. Senator Chino seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Drain said that this will be used to purchase lasagna for guests, as well as flowers and possibly small gifts for the graduating students. She said that everyone is invited. Senator Powell asked if the dinner was going to be open to all students, not just graduates. Senator Drain said that last year, it was invitation only, and it will probably be run the same way this year. President Porter said that usually only graduates and their families are invited. Senator Powell said that it is a large sum of money to only be spending on graduates. Senator Drain said that they invite faculty, staff, graduating students and their families, guests from other campuses, and a speaker. She said that it is for students that will not be able to attend the graduation ceremony in Elko. Senator Powell said that because he is from a small campus that has very few graduates as well, he can’t imagine spending on that kind of scale for one party that is just for graduates. Senator Drain said that this is a high estimate and they have saved all year to be able to do it, and she will try to stay underneath this cap. Vice President Duran said that everyone needs to remember their campus directors, who are more than willing to foot some of the bill for graduation, which means that not all of it will come from SGA. He said that Senators on other campuses need to keep an open line of communication with their center directors because he can see both sides the Senators are seeing. He said that a good idea is to find out a rough estimate of how many people they are going to their graduation dinner to create a more accurate cap. President Porter said that high caps can be dangerous because spending sprees can end up depleting an entire budget for one campus. Senator Poulsen said that she thinks that it would be different if these were regular events, but they are for graduation and the students deserve grandeur. President Porter said that he agrees with Vice President Duran about SGA not having to be the only organization that is helping finance these graduation parties. Vice President Duran said that it should be a Center effort, not just SGA. President Porter said that no matter how proud they are of the graduates and the students, there should be a sharing of the bill. Senator Powell said that there are a larger amount of students than just the graduates and they need to remember them when spending large amounts of money, because it isn’t just graduates’ money, it’s all students’ money. Senator Drain said that she believes Senator Powell is saying that the issue is not having the event open to other students. Senator Drain said that she doesn’t see it as a problem to open it to all students, as long as SGA agrees and she has them RSVP. Motion passes unanimously. 
B. Pahrump Staff Appreciation Luncheon



Information / Action
Senator Poulsen moved to approve Senator Chino’s request of a cap of $50.00 to purchase supplies and prizes, and a cap of $200.00 to purchase food and refreshments for a Staff Appreciation Luncheon to be held at the Pahrump Center on April 24th, 2013. Senator Harris seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Chino said that everyone else seems to have had an appreciation luncheon. He said that they are going to take advantage of everyone being on the campus at the same time, since they often aren’t. He said that they are going to make the food themselves, which will cut down on the overall cost. He said that he will also be making a cake for the event. Motion passes unanimously. 

C. Pahrump IAV Bingo






Information / Action
Senator Drain moved to approve Senator Chino’s request of a cap of $25.00 to purchase supplies and prizes, and a cap of $50.00 to purchase snacks and refreshments for IAV Bingo to be held at the Pahrump Center on April 22nd, 2013. Senator Harris seconded.
DISCUSSION: Senator Chino said that this is the money that will buy snacks and door prizes for those students that attend. Motion passes unanimously. 

D. Pahrump Graduation Luncheon




Information / Action
Senator Drain moved to approve Senator Chino’s request of a cap of $500.00 to purchase food for a Graduation Luncheon to be held at the Pahrump Center on May 2nd, 2013. Senator Poulsen seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Chino said that after discussion with their center director, this was the agreed upon amount, because the number of students coming doubled. Students will be able to bring their families, and then students by invitation will be allowed by RSVP. The center is going to pay for the supplies and SGA will pay for food. Senator Drain and Senator Powell asked if they would be willing to open their dinner to other students by RSVP. Senator Chino said that he would talk to their center director after the meeting today and ask. Director Anderson said that even at the live graduation, the students at graduation get a limited number of tickets. She said that they have a second viewing room for other family where they can watch a live video feed. Even at the general graduation, the general population of students is not able to come. Senator Powell said that SGA doesn’t pay for the entire bill for the ceremony though. President Porter said that SGA only contributes $1,000 to pay for food and refreshments. Director Anderson said that even though it is student money, they do not have the money to open the events on the other centers to the general student population, even by RSVP. Senator Smith said that though she has graduated several times, she has only walked once and she wishes there had been a ceremony when she did like the ones they are setting up. She said that it takes away from the special occasion for the graduates. President Porter said that the final decision is made on the centers on who is invited. Senator Poulsen said that she can see how the graduates could only want their friends and family at their graduation, but can see how the non-graduates may feel as well. She said that they do events all year for all of the students, and this last one is just for graduates for that reason. She said that she doesn’t mind not being invited to graduation because when she graduates there will be a graduation dinner for her to celebrate her special day. Senator Powell said that he isn’t seeing it as that kind of thing; he just wants to know where the money is going and who it is going to benefit. Vice President Duran said that he thinks that everyone is bringing up good points, but it has been stated that the college will be receiving their money from graduates from now on. He said that he has seen these parties and they are wonderful and they deserve to be recognized. He said that he doesn’t think it should be open to everyone. He said that each graduate feels differently about the matter. He said that at the end of the day, the decision will be up to the center directors. He said that it is a touchy subject and he agrees with everyone’s comments. President Porter said that when he looks at their budget and looks at the items being brought in this meeting, he sees $1,500 being spent, and he is wondering where retreat travel comes in with this kind of money being spent. He said that if they can spend less than they’ve requested, he will feel better. Senator Harris and Senator Chino said that they’ve had to increase the amount with more graduates and they have given a cushion, but they don’t believe they will come close. President Porter said that after discussion with Vice President Duran, they understand what kind of budgetary constraints they have with the things they want to do for the graduates in Elko. President Porter asked about the date, which is falling right before finals. He asked why that particular date was chosen. Senator Chino said that was the day their center director wanted to have it on. He said that she is already creating invitations and creating a final count.  He said that it has been planned for a month. Motion passes unanimously. 
E. Pahrump Home Stretch Party




Information / Action
Senator Saili moved to approve Senator Chino’s request of a cap of $200.00 to purchase supplies and prizes, and a cap of $450.00 to purchase food and refreshments for a Home Stretch Party to be held on the Pahrump Center on May 10th, 2013. Senator Harris seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Chino said that this will be held the Friday before finals, with indoor and outdoor activities, with inside video and card games. Senator Harris said that with that set-up, students will get a choice on where they want to be; indoors or outdoors. Senator Chino said that they are going to have a barbeque going outside. It is to help students cool down after finals and before graduation. Senator Poulsen said that it sounds like a lot of fun and she wishes that she could go. Motion passes unanimously.
F. Winnemucca IAV Bingo





Information / Action
Senator Harris moved to approve Senator Smith’s request of a cap of $50.00 to purchase supplies and prizes, and a cap of $50.00 to purchase food and refreshments for IAV Bingo to be held at the Winnemucca Center on April 22nd, 2013. Senator Saili seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Smith said that this money will purchase supplies and prizes, like door prizes. She said that the cap is minimal because they haven’t had the greatest turnout this semester. Senator Poulsen said that this is the same cap they had last time. Motion passes unanimously. 
G. Winnemucca Earth Day Ribbons

Vice President Duran moved to approve Senator Poulsen’s request of a cap of $20.00 to purchase supplies to make Earth Day Ribbons to be passed out at the Winnemucca Center on April 22nd, 2013. Senator Powell seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Senator Poulsen said that they are going to have a large poster with “Earth Day Pledges” and ribbons for students that pledge. She said that she is going to have tips for being green and is planning to ride her bike to school. She said that it will be in a public area so students can come and go. She said that they are saving up for an end of the year party. Motion passes unanimously. 

H. IAV Bingo







Information / Action
Senator Chino moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $400.00 to purchase supplies and prizes, and $100.00 to purchase food and snacks for IAV Bingo to be held on the Elko Campus and GBC Wide on April 22nd, 2013. Senator Poulsen seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that this amount is the same as the last IAV Bingo. He said that this is mostly to purchase prizes that will be distributed to campus-wide winners. President Porter said that they have used M&Ms for their markers. Motion passes unanimously. 

I. Empowerment Month Diversity Event

Senator Saili moved to approve Vice President Duran’s request of a cap of $50.00 to purchase supplies, and a cap of $150.00 to purchase food for a Diversity Event to be held on the Elko Campus on April 23rd, 2013. Senator Chino seconded. 
DISCUSSION: Vice President Duran said that April is Empowerment Month, focusing on diversity. This is SGA’s event. Latinos Unidos is going to do a carne asada feed. He said that they are thinking about doing a “Desserts around the World” event. President Porter said that they might name it “Around the World in 12 Desserts.” He said that they might be setting up an Instagram “photo a day” event for that week. Vice President Duran said that the ACE Committee wanted to focus on Diversity and the photos will have different themes each day of the week. Motion passes unanimously. 
J. Spring Luau Dance






Information / Action
Senator Chino moved to approve President Porter’s request of a cap of $800.00 to purchase supplies, decorations, prizes, and cover the cost of a DJ, and $100.00 to purchase food and refreshments for a Spring Luau Dance to be held on the Elko Campus on April 25th, 2013. Senator Smith seconded. 
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that this will be the second annual Spring Dance. He said that the DJ is $550, so the money will cover that. He said that they have some decorations left over. He said that they will be purchasing the iPad for the drawing that will be presented during the dance. He said that might reduce the cost of prizes. In the past, it was $1,200 to $1,500. He said that they’ve been able to do some fancy things with cheap food. He said that everyone is invited because it is after the President’s Awards. Senator Drain asked if they are asking for enough money. Vice President Duran said that they already approved money for the iPad, so that is already taken care of. Motion passes unanimously.

Information

· Vice President Duran said that he has been in communication with the webmaster and she is in the process of uploading all of the new club documents so that they will be more readily accessible to all of the other campuses. Senator Poulsen asked if they could put out a notice to the students. Vice President Duran said that she should check the website first, and then tell students. Senator Chino said that they are already online. 
· Senator Poulsen double checked on retreat dates. President Porter confirmed and said that he has been working on the online voting and they are hoping to have campaign bios. He said that the applications were put online Wednesday and are due on the 11th by 5:00 PM. There is a link on the webpage. You can submit it by email, fax, or handing it to an SGA Officer. He said that the 12th will be the two meetings where candidates will give their campaign speeches and then the campaign workshop. Candidates must attend. He said that the next week will be campaign week and it will be different for him in many ways. He said that that whole week, candidates can start putting up fliers and talking to students. He said that the class for elections will go live on the 15th. The class will contain candidate information. Voting begins April 22nd through 25th. He said that he doesn’t know how it will work in the centers, but they have reserved iPads for students to vote on in Elko. He said that whoever was appointed this semester or last semester has to run if they plan to continue in SGA. He said that Officers have to rerun if they were elected in the spring of last year. Senator Poulsen asked if new Senators would be invited to the retreat on the Friday of Elections Week. President Porter said no, because the new Senators would not take office until the end of May. He said that those who are rerunning need to have applications in at the same time as everyone else. He said that if Officers know of anyone to make sure that they know when the deadline is, and they meet it. Senator Powell said that he won’t be running because he won’t be a student next semester. Vice President Duran said that it’s always interesting to see how elections turn out. President Porter said that it would be good if people ran in the spring so that they could start out the fall semester strong.

A. Spring 2013 SGA Elections





Information / Action

Vice President Duran moved to approve that in compliance with the SGA Constitution Article III(A)(4), the Executive Board will decide the number of Senators represented on the GBC Elko Campus and GBC Centers for the Spring 2013 Elections. President Porter seconded. 

DISCUSSION: It reads, “The Executive Board shall meet prior to SGA Elections to decide the number of Senators represented on the GBC Elko Campus and the GBC Centers. Only vacant Senator positions shall be considered for reduction. A center shall be entitled to one Senator position. The Elko Campus shall be entitled to a minimum of five (5) Senator positions.” President Porter said that there are three filled positions and two vacant positions on the Elko campus. Two of the filled positions are appointees, so they will go up for election. Elko will have four open positions for elections. Battle Mountain currently has one Senator position; the position is filled, but by an appointee, which means that the position will be open during elections. Ely has two Senator positions, and both are filled. One of the positions is filled by an appointee, which will be open for elections. Pahrump has two Senator positions. Both positions are filled, but one is filled by an appointee. The position will be open during elections. Winnemucca has two Senator positions. Both are filled. One position is filled by an appointee and the other Senator’s term has completed. There will be two open positions in elections. To recap the number of positions open for Spring 2013 Election: Elko has four open positions; Battle Mountain has one open position; Ely has one open position; Pahrump has one open position; Winnemucca has two open positions. Motion passes unanimously. 

VIII.
 Public Comment






Information

· Vice President Duran said thank you to all of the guests that attended the meeting. President Porter said that this election will be exciting because it is the first online election ever done at GBC. He said that Senators on all campuses will push advertising for this election to fill nine positions. Vice President Duran said that there will be four open Executive Board positions on the Elko campus. He said that President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer will all be open, creating a total of eight open positions on the Elko campus. President Porter said that the Executive Board always goes up for reelection in the spring.
